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F-1.1 INTRODUCTION

The Kern County Subbasin (Kern Subbasin) of the San Joaquin Valley Groundwater
Basin (DWR Basin No. 5-022.14) is the largest groundwater basin in California
encompassing approximately 1.78 million acres. The Kern Subbasin is fully covered by
20 Groundwater Sustainability Agencies (GSAs), as shown in Figure 1. The Kern
Subbasin has been identified by the California Department of Water Resources (DWR)
as being high priority and critically overdrafted, and therefore GSAs have until 2040 to
address overdraft conditions and achieve groundwater sustainability. Following DWR’s
‘inadequate” determination in 2023, the 20 GSAs developed an amended 2024 Plan,
which is composed of seven almost identical Groundwater Sustainability Plans (GSPs)
and one Coordination Agreement. In December 2024, the 2024 Plan was adopted by
the GSAs and submitted to the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) for
consideration at a February 2025 public hearing. Following the SWRCB public hearing
and continuance, the GSAs further refined the coordinated GSPs and released a draft
2025 Plan in June 2025.

The Kern Subbasin GSAs have developed and subsequently updated this Stakeholder
Communication and Engagement Plan (SCEP) to describe their strategy for effective
outreach and engagement during 2025 Plan implementation. The successful
stakeholder engagement framework defined in this SCEP will guide the Kern Subbasin
GSAs in the GSP implementation process. This SCEP was prepared in accordance with
California Water Code (CWC), the GSP Regulations (Title 23 of the California Code of
Regulations [CCR] §354.10), and the DWR Guidance Document for Groundwater
Sustainability Plan Stakeholder Communication and Engagement (DWR, 2018), as well
as additional reference documents.

To bolster this SCEP during the 2025 Plan amendment process, the GSAs prepared
and implemented a companion Community Outreach & Engagement Strategy (CO&ES)
in June 2025 (Appendix F-3). The CO&ES was developed to foster interested party
engagement, facilitate informed decision-making, and ensure the transparent and
inclusive development of the 2025 Plan. The lessons learned and metrics employed
throughout the CO&ES implementation have been incorporated into this SCEP in order
to support 2025 Plan implementation in the long-term.

Engagement efforts identified and carried out as described in this SCEP will ensure that
beneficial uses and users of groundwater are engaged in GSP implementation as
required by GSP Regulations (23-CCR §354.10). The goals of the SCEP are increasing
awareness, enhancing participation, gathering comprehensive feedback, improving
communication, and building stronger community relationships. Specifically, in this

e Section 7 describes the stakeholder engagement implementation timeline,
including when this SCEP will be updated to describe methods to inform the
public about GSP implementation progress, including the status of projects and
management actions (P/MAs; 23 CCR §354.10(d)(4));

e Section 7 describes performance criteria questions that the GSAs will use to
evaluate their stakeholder engagement initiatives; and,

e Section 8 provides example documentation for GSAs to record and report
stakeholder engagement as it occurs during implementation (23-CCR
§354.10(d)(2)).

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F-1.1.1 Goals and Desired Outcomes

The Kern Subbasin GSAs aim to implement the 2025 Plan to achieve groundwater
sustainability by 2040 and maintain groundwater sustainability throughout SGMA’s 50-
year planning timeline.

This SCEP documents and outlines the Kern Subbasin GSAs’ strategy for stakeholder
communication and engagement during both 2024 and 2025 Plan preparation and will
continue during Plan implementation. The GSAs’ engagement efforts aim to support the
development and implementation of a plan that best meets the needs of beneficial uses
and users of groundwater in the Kern Subbasin and reflects and incorporates
stakeholder input as appropriate.

The Kern Subbasin GSAs have implemented the engagement efforts outlined in this
SCEP since March 2023, and will continue to effectively engage relevant stakeholders
through a complimentary approach of: (1) direct outreach on three levels (individual
GSA, GSA group, and Kern Subbasin), and (2) coordination and dissemination of
information via strategic partnerships.

F-1.1.1.1 Challenges for the Plan Area

The most direct method of stakeholder engagement in GSP development and
implementation is through direct engagement with GSAs. Therefore, the initial challenge
presented to Kern Subbasin stakeholders is identification of which GSA they are
located.

There are multiple locations where stakeholders can find this information, including:

e On alandowner’s property tax bill. Property owners can search their tax bill for
information on the local GSA that covers the land in which the property they own
is located.

The Kern Subbasin GSAs are aware of and plan to address the following additional
challenges as part of their SGMA compliance efforts:

Kern County Subbasin
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e There are multiple beneficial users in the Kern Subbasin, the most vulnerable of
which are domestic and other drinking water wells, especially in disadvantaged
communities (DACs). Data on the location, depth, usage, water level and water
quality at these wells is very limited and creates uncertainty with respect to
management and potential impacts from groundwater management activities.
Similarly, forums to conduct outreach to some of these beneficial users can be
limited. The GSAs have committed to conducting additional well inventory
analysis to better refine the understanding of the nature and distribution of
beneficial users in the Kern Subbasin.

e The Kern Subbasin is the largest groundwater basin in California and is
geologically complex. It includes three principal aquifers and five distinct
Hydrogeologic Conceptual Model (HCM) Areas that have been delineated to
support characterization and sustainable management of the Kern Subbasin.

e Landowners overlie multiple GSAs. Landowners can use the “Find My GSA” tool
which was developed to support different ways that the public can locate which
GSA they are located in with contact information which is available at
https://kerngsp.com/find-my-gsa/. The GSAs will need to continue to coordinate
with each other to ensure consistent stakeholder engagement. All 20 GSAs were
closely involved in the 2025 Plan development process and will continue to
conduct coordinated engagement efforts during the public review period (see
Section 5 below). Every GSA is unique in its hydrogeology, land use, portfolio of
water supplies, and Project and Management Actions (P/MAs), therefore each
GSA has developed a unique variety of approaches to reach regional
sustainability and Kern Subbasin-wide sustainability.

e Landowners overlie multiple subbasins. The Kern Subbasin GSAs coordinated
with adjacent subbasin GSAs during the 2025 Plan development. Should
substantially different groundwater management decisions be made in adjacent
subbasins, the applicable GSA will ensure that stakeholders near and straddling
the Kern Subbasin boundaries understand how GSP implementation in each
basin will impact them.

e Irrigated agriculture is the primary land use in the Kern Subbasin, and there are
significant concerns about what SGMA compliance means for the viability of
agriculture in the Kern Subbasin, especially the resultant economic impacts —
both to the agricultural entities and the people that they employ. The Kern
Subbasin GSAs will aim to be open and transparent in any decisions that will
have a substantial impact on groundwater use and will aim to engage
stakeholders early in the decision-making process to consider their interests and
concerns, including the DACs.

e There are multiple drivers for land subsidence across the Kern Subbasin.
Extensive studies and engagement with stakeholders and interested parties has
occurred prior to and during the 2025 Plan development. Ongoing engagement

with these parties, specifically around potential causes and impacts to critical
infrastructure, will be crucial.

e Kern Subbasin engagement efforts must consider groundwater sustainability as
well as economic sustainability. Limits to pumping (allocations) may place
additional economic burden on DACs within the Kern Subbasin, as lack of
access to groundwater for crop irrigation could result in impacts to farming
operations, and loss of jobs for workers whose livelihoods depend on the
agricultural industry.

e Some areas of the Kern Subbasin do not have access to imported surface water
and are the most likely to be impacted by SGMA.

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F-1.2 GSA COORDINATION STRUCTURE AND
DECISION-MAKING PROCESS

Since April 2023, the Kern Subbasin GSAs, each led by its policy representative, have
participated in numerous and substantial Subbasin-wide coordination efforts, including
a) discussion amongst GSA managers, b) development of a Technical Working Group
(TWG) and Attorney Working Group (AWG), c) intra-basin coordination efforts, d)
Subbasin-wide stakeholder engagement, and e) consultation with several agencies
including State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) and DWR.

The Kern Subbasin decision-making processes involves coordination amongst the GSAs
and their member agencies, their governing body (i.e. Board of Directors), and
consultation with stakeholders, the TWG, and the AWG.

The Kern Subbasin GSAs have an accompanying Coordination Agreement (Appendix
C-1) which includes a structure for the GSAs to participate in coordination activities for
SGMA implementation including a) exchange of data and information, b) use of
common data and methodologies, and c) data collection with reporting requirements.

As described in the Coordination Agreement, key GSP development and
implementation decisions are made by the individual GSA Boards of Directors. Each
GSA that has developed a GSP has agreed to the participation structure outlined in the
Coordination Agreement. In general, Kern Subbasin policy, funding, and other
coordination concerns are presented to the Kern Subbasin coordination committee
under advisement and recommendation of the GSA managers, TWG, and/or AWG.
Decisions and formal approvals are then made by the individual GSA Boards of
Directors at their public meetings.

The GSAs recognize that stakeholder engagement occurs on both an individual GSA
and Subbasin-wide level. The GSAs have approved ongoing Subbasin-wide
coordinated engagement efforts. In addition, individual GSAs are responsible for
maintaining the existing partnerships and avenues of engagement established during
GSP development process to ensure ongoing stakeholder engagement.

F-1.2.1 Plan Manager

Under the Coordination Agreement, the Subbasin GSAs designated a Plan Manager to
serve as the point of contact for DWR, as specified in 23 CCR § 357.4, subd. (b)(1), and
SWRCB, as appropriate. The Plan Manager shall submit or assist with the submittal of
all GSPs, plan amendments, supporting information, monitoring data and other pertinent
information, Annual Reports, and periodic evaluations to DWR or SWRCB when
required. The Plan Manager contact information is provided below.

F-1.2.3 GSA Boards

Each GSA within the Kern Subbasin has a Board of Directors, which is the governing
body that makes decisions within each GSA. The Boards are composed of community
members that typically represent multiple interests, consistent with the land uses of the
GSA. The Boards are responsible for approving GSA-wide decisions. Examples of GSA
Board decisions include adopting the GSP and adopting policies that align with
management activities, such as a well metering program and well mitigation program.

The Kern Subbasin GSAs and GSA member agencies hold regular Board meetings and
special stakeholder meetings that are open to the public and provide SGMA-related
updates and information. The meeting information and notices are posted to individual
GSA websites. Regular SGMA updates are provided by GSA managers and/or their
technical consultants. Any recommended actions endorsed by the Kern Subbasin
coordination committee are brought to the GSA Boards during these public meetings for
consideration. Once Subbasin-wide recommendations are brought to the GSA Boards,
the GSA Boards have the authority to decide whether to approve them as part of their
GSA'’s policy.

F-1.2.4 GSA Groups

Smaller GSA groups composed of GSA representatives and other community members,
including DAC community members, have formed to aid in providing aligned
recommendations to the GSA Boards. GSA Group responsibilities typically include
coordinating local groundwater management programs and activities, guiding public
outreach and stakeholder engagement efforts, informing respective governing bodies,
and endorsing actions necessary to satisfy the requirements of SGMA.

F-1.2.5 GSA Managers

Each GSA has one designated manager to facilitate SGMA-related activities within its
GSA. Managers oversee day-to-day operations within their respective GSAs through
coordination with staff, landowners, stakeholders, and technical committees, including
oversight of P/MA implementation. The GSA managers also serve as a liaison between
their respective GSA Boards and the stakeholders represented within their GSA. Kern
Subbasin managers meetings provide a to collaborate and provide feedback to form a
consensus on the technical work products produced by the TWG and AWG before
coordination committee consideration.

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F-1.3 STAKEHOLDER IDENTIFICATION

SGMA most significantly impacts groundwater dependent communities and agricultural
interest. This section describes the process used to identify groundwater dependent
users who will be impacted by SGMA implementation. In identifying beneficial uses and
users of groundwater in the Kern Subbasin, the GSAs have defined target audiences
whose input is imperative to Plan implementation. Stakeholder communication with
beneficial users will help develop the programs and policies that will have a direct
impact on groundwater users (e.g., mitigation program, demand management
activities).

The GSAs identified the current beneficial uses and users of groundwater in the Kern
Subbasin in accordance with the interests listed in CWC §10723.2, as follows:

(a) Holders of overlying groundwater rights, including (1) agricultural users (farmers,
ranchers, and dairy professions) and (2) domestic well owners.

(b) Municipal well operators.

(c) Public water systems.

(d) Local land use planning agencies.
(e) Environmental users of groundwater.
(

f) Surface water users, if there is a hydrologic connection between surface and
groundwater bodies.

(9) The federal government, including, but not limited to, the military and managers
of federal lands.

(h) California Native American tribes.

(i) Disadvantaged communities, including, but not limited to, those served by private
domestic wells or small community water systems.

() Entities listed in Section 10927 that are monitoring and reporting groundwater
elevations in all or a part of a groundwater basin managed by the groundwater
sustainability agency.

The Kern Subbasin GSAs identified the interests of all beneficial uses and users of
groundwater and mapped well density within the Plan Area. A Subbasin-wide well
inventory was initiated to develop an accurate database containing the location and
types of beneficial users in the Kern Subbasin. The Well Inventory provides an
improved understanding of the well types and construction of all wells, and thereby the
groundwater beneficial uses and users, within the Kern Subbasin. Maps of well
locations, municipal and community well operators, and beneficial users within the
Subbasin are included in the 2025 Plan. Ongoing refinements of the Well Inventory,

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including finding and field-verifying well locations and statuses is ongoing. Once
completed, the Kern Subbasin intends to maintain the Well Inventory as a Well Registry.

The Kern Subbasin Well Inventory is therefore considered the best identification of
current groundwater beneficial uses and users. However, there are other interested
parties that are directly impacted by groundwater management, such as regional critical
infrastructure susceptible to impacts from land subsidence (Friant-Kern Canal and
California Aqueduct). The combination of these interested parties and the groundwater
beneficial uses and users delineated by the Kern Subbasin Well Inventory comprise the
relevant stakeholders.

The Kern Subbasin GSAs have further compiled an initial “Lay of the Land” stakeholder
mapping initiative, shown in Table 1, which identifies specific stakeholder organizations
and individuals, stakeholder types, key interests and issues, the level of engagement
that has occurred or is expected with each stakeholder organization or individual, and
the relative footprint of each stakeholder. This SCEP classifies five stakeholder
engagement type groups to better target outreach efforts specific to the needs of each
user group identified in Table 1, and to streamline the venues for engagement used.
These engagement groups are defined in Sections 3.1 through 3.4 below.

Given that the Kern Subbasin GSAs will gain more knowledge of the interests, issues,
and challenges of stakeholders over the course of GSP implementation, Table 1will be
updated as needed.

F-1.3.1 Direct GSA Communication Engagement Type Group

The Direct GSA Communication engagement type group includes stakeholders with
established relationships and open lines of direct communication with GSAs. Generally,
these users include landowners, cities, and other entities that directly communicate with
the overlying water districts, hold water contracts, and directly interface with SGMA-
related policies. The focus for this engagement group is to maintain functional ongoing
communication through attendance at Board meetings, at stakeholder workshops, or
through direct communication and outreach. Beneficial users that are engaged through
direct GSA communication include:

1. Agricultural Users: The primary land use in the Kern Subbasin is agriculture,
comprising 50 percent of the total land area in the Kern Subbasin, including idle
fields. The majority of agricultural areas are covered by a water district, most of
which were granted GSA status, and are therefore covered by one of the 20
GSAs. Most of these lands have access to surface water, which typically reduces
their groundwater dependence, except in drought year when surface water
supplies are insufficient to meet demands. Landowners outside of the
jurisdictional boundaries of a water district or who did not respond to water district
agreements are granted coverage under the Kern Non-Districted Land Authority
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GSA. There are approximately 10,000 acres of irrigated lands that are non-
districted and completely groundwater dependent.

2. Municipal and Public Water Purveyors: Public and community water systems
include municipalities and urban areas and are mostly groundwater dependent.
However, some community water systems in the metropolitan Bakersfield area
rely on surface water supplies. Generally, urban water purveyors are regulated
by a local Board of Directors or a Public Utilities Commission (PUC) and engage
in coordination activities with their governing GSA. Additionally, land owned by
cities, counties, and special districts (such as community centers, recreation
centers, and golf courses) are covered under the associated water portfolio of the
locality in which they exist.

3. California Native American Tribes: The Tejon Indian Tribe is the only federally
recognized Tribe within Kern County. The Tribe does not have communal land,
however there is a parcel located near Mettler, within the Arvin GSA area, that is
proposed to be developed in 2025 into the Hard Rock Hotel & Casino Tejon and
anticipated to be supplied by groundwater. The Tejon Indian Tribe has an office
located in Bakersfield.

4. Neighboring Groundwater Users: Entities adjacent to the Kern Subbasin will
be impacted by implementation of the 2025 Plan. These neighboring parties are
not holders of water rights within the Kern Subbasin, however their operations
and management impact water inflows, outflows, and usage in and around the
Kern Subbasin. Neighboring subbasins include the Tulare Lake Subbasin, Tule
Subbasin, and White Wolf Subbasin. In general, groundwater flows into the Kern
Subbasin from White Wolf and leaves the Kern Subbasin to the northern Tulare
Lake and Tule subbasins. The White Wolf GSA is composed of member districts
that are also exclusive GSAs in the Kern Subbasin (Arvin-Edison Water Storage
District, Tejon-Castac Water District, and Wheeler Ridge-Maricopa Water
Storage District). Kern-Tulare Water District GSA covers lands in both the Kern
Subbasin and Tule Subbasin.

5. Environmental Users of Groundwater: The Kern Subbasin contains various
public lands that are protected by state, federal, or local agencies, as well as
California Conservation Easement Areas and non-profit Land Trust areas, as
open space areas for natural parks, monuments, managed resource protection
areas, game refuge, or protected conservation easements with no associated
water uses. These areas include the Kern National Wildlife Refuge managed by
the United States Fish and Wildlife Service, and areas of native and riparian
vegetation. Protected lands managed by public agencies include those managed
by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM), a small area managed by the United
States Bureau of Reclamation (USBR), the California Department of Parks and
Recreation, and land owned by cities, counties, and special districts. Some
preserves and protected areas rely on imported surface water. It should be noted
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that the potential Groundwater Dependent Ecosystems (GDEs) identified in the
Natural Communities Commonly Associated with Groundwater (NCCAG) dataset
produced by The Nature Conservancy have been found to be reliant on surface
water or disconnected from the Primary Alluvial Principal Aquifer.

6. Local Surface Water Users: The
majority of surface water features
in the Kern Subbasin are not
connected to groundwater, and in
the few limited areas where a
connection may occur, the
connection is likely transient, short-
lived, and involves shallow or
perched groundwater that is not
part of the principal aquifer
systems.

The main source of local surface water supply for the Kern Subbasin is the Kern River,
which flows east to west through the center of the Subbasin’s boundaries from the
Sierra Nevada Mountain range and extends across the Subbasin. The majority of the
entities with Kern River rights are either a GSA themselves or are active members in the
coordinated leadership of a GSA or GSA Group. As GSAs are the primary decision-
makers for SGMA policy and local implementation, direct engagement of these surface
water rights holders is achieved. Furthermore, operations and management of Kern
River surface water to areas within the Kern Subbasin are overseen by the City of
Bakersfield in coordination with the United States Army Corps of Engineers and Kern
River Watermaster.

Member agencies such as the City of Bakersfield, Cal Water, Oildale Mutual Water
Company, and East Niles Community Service District represent surface water users
through their participation in the Kern River GSA.

Other surface water features in the Kern Subbasin include ephemeral seeps, springs,
and creeks such as Poso Creek and Caliente Creek that drain to the eastern part of the
Subbasin and contribute to groundwater recharge. The Kern River and Poso Creek are
fully allocated. Caliente Creek flows into the Kern Subbasin are intermittent and have
historically been unmanaged; however, to improve flood control, the County of Kern is
working on infrastructure improvements to manage future flows.

F-1.3.2 Focused Initiatives Outreach Engagement Type Group

Partnerships were established during Plan development to facilitate Subbasin-wide
programs such as subsidence and mitigation programs, and protection of water access
for disadvantaged communities. The Focused Initiatives Outreach engagement type
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group includes stakeholders that require outreach specifically tailored for programs that
aim to reduce impacts on sensitive beneficial users, and include:

1.

Domestic Well Owners: Domestic wells serve a single residential parcel and
have been identified through the Well Inventory.

Non-Public Water Systems: Non-public water systems are defined as state-
small systems by Title 22 and CA Code §116275, and are typically a shared well
systems that serve 2 to 4 residences, or a rural business that serves less than 25
of the same people for 60 or less days per year. These water systems are
completely groundwater dependent.

Small Community Water Systems: A water system regulated by the Division of
Drinking Water, serving between 5 and 199 service connections (or from 25 to
3,299 people). Small Community systems within the Subbasin are groundwater
dependent. Most small community water systems within the Subbasin are
outside of DAC block groups. Community water systems meeting the DAC
income threshold include municipal and unincorporated community areas or fall
under the Cal Water and Oildale Mutual Water Company service areas.

Disadvantaged Communities: DWR’s 2020 Census data at the township level
places the majority of the Subbasin as likely to be within the DAC or Severely
DAC (SDAC) threshold, identified based on the median household income (MH]I)
of the area compared to the statewide MHI. DACs are defined as a geographic
area where MHIs are less than 80 percent of the statewide average. DACs and
SDACs were identified on the township level based on the 2020 MHI from the
2016 to 2020 American Community Survey 5-Year Estimates, provided by DWR.
The DWR i16 Census block group disadvantaged communities 2020 dataset
identified 43 communities within Kern County that are considered DACs,
however the GSAs acknowledge that Subbasin stakeholders that fall under the
MHI DAC definition are located within these census-defined communities, within
incorporated and unincorporated communities, and in areas beyond the limits of
these community areas. Figure 5-8 in the 2025 Plan identifies the location of
DACs within the Kern Subbasin. Community water systems meeting the DAC
income threshold typically receive water from a municipality and unincorporated
community areas are within the service area of purveyors. Furthermore,
extensive distribution systems were constructed to supply the DAC communities
in the Western Fold Belt HCM Area with groundwater extracted from the Kern
River and North Basin HCM Areas.

Non-Government Organizations (NGOs): NGOs have a goal of ensuring clean
and safe access to drinking water, and their participation in community advocacy
has aided the Kern Subbasin in distributing relevant information for focused
initiatives of mitigation programs.

F-1.3.3 Targeted Outreach and Education Engagement Type Group

The Targeted Outreach and Engagement type group includes stakeholders identified
as requiring additional targeted outreach and education, primarily through data,
information, and knowledge sharing through direct meetings with GSA representatives.
In delineating this engagement type, the Kern Subbasin GSAs recognize the information
gap between stakeholders and the GSAs and have identified a plan for direct targeted
communication going forward. Beneficial users benefitting from this engagement type
include:

1. Industrial Users: Industrial users are classified by the California Division of
Drinking Water (DDW) as Nontransient Noncommunity systems. In the Kern
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Subbasin, most of these systems are agricultural related, such as packing
houses, cold storage, or food processing facilities located in rural areas. Non-
potable industrial users include construction (typically dust control), oilfield
operations (multiple uses, including dust control), solar farms across the Kern
Subbasin that utilize groundwater for dust control and equipment cleaning,
although many of these solar fields have been converted from prior agricultural
use and therefore fall within the Direct GSA Communication group.

2. The second most prominent land use designation within the Kern Subbasin is
industrial oilfields. High-density oilfield land use is mostly present in the eastern
and western regions of the Kern Subbasin. Surface operations of oil fields
managed by industrial beneficial users such as the Western States Petroleum
Association (WSPA) overlie the Subbasin, but subsurface activity also occurs in
hydrocarbon reservoirs beneath the vertical extent of the Subbasin, as defined
under SGMA.

F-1.3.4 Interdependent Partnerships Engagement Type Group

The Kern Subbasin GSAs have identified interdependent partners whose data collection,
collaboration, and program facilitation is integral to accomplish crucial Plan objectives
and subbasin- wide programs, and therefore successful implementation of the Plan. The
Interdependent Partnerships engagement type group includes:

1. Entities Charged with Protection of Water Conveyance Regional Critical
Infrastructure: The California Aqueduct and Friant-Kern Canal are the primary
sources of imported water to the Kern Subbasin. As such, these key water
conveyance projects are designated as regional critical infrastructure within the
2025 Plan and are at risk of being directly impacted by land subsidence.
Imported surface water availability through these canals is critical to the long-
term sustainability of the Kern Subbasin. Therefore, it is critical that entities
charged with protecting infrastructure and ensuring reliable delivery of imported
water are proponents of the Plan. DWR’s State Water Project and its California
Aqueduct Subsidence Program (CASP) and Friant Water Authority (FWA) are
identified as interdependent partners.

2. Kern County Subbasin Mitigation Program Administrators: To aid in the
administration of the Mitigation Program, the Kern Subbasin GSAs have formed
partnerships with Self-Help Enterprises (SHE) and Kern Water Collaborative
(KWC). These administrators will have direct communication with the beneficial
users impacted by either chronic lowering of groundwater levels or degraded
water quality.

KWC was formed to administer the CVSALTS Nitrate Control Program and will begin
implementation of an outreach program that will inform residents that rely on domestic
wells of this groundwater quality monitoring effort. The Kern Subbasin GSAs have
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partnered with KWC to disseminate information and avoid duplicative nitrate well
sampling.

F-1.3.5 Monitoring and Data Sharing Engagement Type Group

The Kern Subbasin GSAs consider and rely upon groundwater monitoring data received
from other programs and subcommittees to inform their effective management of the
Kern Subbasin and further supplement the GSAs SGMA monitoring network to identify
potential impacts to beneficial uses and users. Continued open direct communication
and data-sharing from these entities is necessary. The Monitoring and Data Sharing
engagement type group includes:

1.

Groundwater Monitoring Entities: The Kern Subbasin has a long history of
extensive groundwater monitoring programs with various organizations collecting
groundwater and surface water monitoring data on a regular basis. Groundwater
monitoring is essential to track groundwater conditions within the Kern Subbasin.
A representative subset of wells from these monitoring programs are used for the
SGMA Representative Monitoring Network.

. Water Banks: The Kern Subbasin has numerous water banks that provide for

long- term drought resiliency within the Subbasin and across the entire State.
Surface water supplies from the State Water Project (SWP), Central Valley
Project (CVP), Kern River, and ephemeral streams (Poso and Caliente Creek)
are used as supply for water recharge and/or banking. The Kern Fan Banking
Projects in the Kern River Fan HCM Area are examples of banking projects
within the Subbasin and include the Kern Water Bank, Berrenda Mesa Project,
and Pioneer Project. Water banks recover banked surface water; each bank has
established amounts of water that cannot be recovered (“leave behind”) that
offsets losses and contributes to groundwater storage. Water banks typically
have a robust monitoring network for both groundwater levels and groundwater
quality.

Irrigated Lands Regulatory Program (ILRP) Coalition: The local ILRP
coalition focuses on monitoring and reporting of priority agricultural-related water
quality issues, such as nitrates, pesticides, nutrients, and sediments. These data
are made available in the GeoTracker database for download and use.

F-1.3.6 Engagement During GSP Development and Implementation

As summarized in Table 1, stakeholders representing each of the engagement types
were consulted and engaged with by the Kern Subbasin GSAs during the 2025 Plan
amendment process and will continue to be engaged throughout GSP implementation.
Section 4 below describes the available venues for engaging stakeholders. Section 5
below then specifies each key interests and venues of each engagement type in the
2025 Plan development and projected continued involvement during GSP
implementation.

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F-1.3.6.1 2025 Plan Community Outreach and Engagement Strategy

As part of the CO&ES developed for the 2025 Plan amendment process, the GSAs
completed a gap analysis of engagement methods and the representation of interested
parties within the Kern Subbasin. The gap analysis examined the existing barriers to
participation, identified gaps in current practices, and proposed mitigating strategies to
enhance inclusivity and effective engagement across all community sectors. By
understanding and addressing these gaps, the Kern Subbasin aimed to foster a more
equitable and comprehensive approach to community involvement, ensuring that all
voices, especially those from historically underrepresented groups, are heard and
integrated into the groundwater management process.

Based on the community profile of the Kern Subbasin, community members may face
distinct barriers to participation in groundwater planning and management. These
barriers, and their respective solutions, include:

* Linguistic Challenges. With a substantial Spanish and Punjabi-speaking
populations, language differences can impede effective communication and
outreach. As such, the Subbasin’s outreach efforts included interpretation and
translation of communication and engagement materials in both Spanish and
Punjabi.

e Accessibility of Public Information. Many community members across the
Kern Subbasin have reported difficulties navigating GSA websites and accessing
general information about SGMA. In response, the Subbasin GSAs updated the
KernGSP.com website with new content to answer frequently asked questions
from community members, provided information on how to find which GSA an
address is located in, and provided an aggregated schedule of all public SGMA
meeting and event opportunities within the Subbasin in an easily digestible
format for the public.

» Lack of Digital Footprint. For some community members across the Kern
Subbasin, social media is the most effective method of communication which has
not been provided in previous outreach efforts. The GSAs created and managed
social media accounts (Instagram and Facebook) to reach the Spanish-speaking
community members that may not typically be reached via flyers, mailers, public
events, and NGO partner connections.

e Cultural Diversity and Integration. The substantial Hispanic/Latino population
(63%) and notable foreign-born population (22%) suggest the need for culturally
sensitive engagement strategies and potentially multilingual communication to
ensure inclusivity, so the GSAs offered interpretation/translation for all program
and event materials.

e Transportation Barriers. Households without a vehicle might face challenges in
accessing physical locations for community events or services, so the GSAs
offered virtual workshops to maximize the opportunity for participation.

o Digital Divide: With households without internet access, there's a significant
digital divide that could impact the community's ability to access online resources
and participate in digital engagement initiatives. As such, the GSAs used both in-
person opportunities and physical informational flyers for engagement to
maximize the opportunity for participation.

e Socioeconomic Constraints. Community members living below the poverty line
indicate economic hardships that might limit participation in activities that require
financial resources. The GSAs leveraged existing events in areas where people
already frequent, thus enhancing accessibility. The program also held focus
groups and workshops during weekdays, after 5pm, to ensure accessibility.

e Environmental Health Risks. Exposure to higher pollution levels (e.g., air
quality) can lead to health issues that disproportionately affect vulnerable groups,
reducing their capacity to engage in community activities. The GSAs used virtual
focus groups and workshops to maximize the opportunity for participation for
those that are unable to leave their homes due to health concerns.

e Complexity Limits Participation. Limited educational resources can hinder the
community’s understanding of complex groundwater management issues and
reduce their ability to participate meaningfully in discussions and decisions. The
engagement materials shared at events, workshops and through social media
with the community included easily digestible educational components for the
public to be informed about SGMA, the Kern Subbasin, and the 2025 Plan.
Additionally, bi-monthly (or more) educational posts related to SGMA and Kern
Subbasin are released to the public via social media.
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F-1.4 VENUES FOR ENGAGING

The GSAs have provided a variety of opportunities for engagement with stakeholders
during the 2025 Plan amendment process and will continue to do so during GSP
implementation. Public input and response received to date informed the 2025 Plan
through identifying local needs and concerns, promoting of equity and inclusivity for all
beneficial uses and users, informing Sustainable Management Criteria (SMC)
development, building public support and compliance, and addressing concerns before
Plan implementation. Future stakeholder input will help inform GSP implementation
(e.g., during implementation of Subbasin-wide P/MAs).

The main venues for stakeholder engagement, as detailed below, include direct
outreach, GSA Board meetings, GSA Group meetings, Community Partner meetings,
community workshops, focus groups, pop-up events, direct communications including
through an agency’s email distribution list, the Kern GSP website (www.kerngsp.com),
existing collaborations, and media outlets. A combination of these venues will be used
for ongoing engagement based on the engagement type group, as detailed in Section 5
below.

Census data of languages spoken in DACs as identified by the 2016 to 2020 American
Community Survey 5-Year Estimates provided by DWR informed the GSAs’ language
translation plan for stakeholder outreach. Census data identified that at least 88% of the
population of the 43 delineated DACs spoke English or Spanish. Spanish translations
for public meetings and publicly disseminated information assures language
accessibility for most stakeholders, however the GSAs acknowledge that English and
Spanish translations do not satisfy the language needs of the entire Subbasin
population. For the Subbasin-wide workshops discussed in section 4.3 below, the GSAs
had a standby Punjabi translator available in the case where a Punjabi translation was
requested. GSAs will consider obtaining additional language translation services for
populations that comprise more than 5% of a given community where translation
services are requested in that language for future events.

F-1.4.1 GSA Board Meetings

As described in Section 2.1.3 the Subbasin GSAs and several GSA member agencies
hold regular Board meetings that are open to the public and provide SGMA-related
updates and information. Information and notices for GSA Board meetings, including
meeting location, meeting time, and virtual access points, can be found directly on the
individual agency websites (see Table 2). Regular SGMA updates are provided by the
GSA manager and staff and/or their technical consultant(s). During these meetings,
stakeholders are encouraged to provide input on 2025 Plan information.

F-1.4.2 GSA Group Meetings

GSA Group meetings provide a public forum to share SGMA-related updates, and to
receive public and stakeholder comments and feedback. Continuing outreach through
strategic partnerships and direct communication will be pivotal to ensure continued
stakeholder presence and engagement in GSP implementation. GSA meetings are the
primary venue of engagement for users being outreached through direct GSA

relationships.

GSA Groups include the South of Kern River (SOKR) GSP Executive Committee, the
North Central Kern (NCK) GSP Steering Committee, and the Kern Fan Banking Group.

F-1.4.2.1 SOKR GSP Executive Committee

Pursuant to the SOKR Memorandum of Agreement (MOA), Arvin GSA, Arvin
Community Services District (CSD), Tejon-Castac Water District GSA, and Wheeler
Ridge-Maricopa GSA each has designated representatives to participate in the SOKR
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Executive Committee which, with the support of the respective agencies’ staff and
consultants, is responsible for guiding the joint development and implementation of the
SOKR interest in a manner that is coordinated with the other Subbasin GSAs to achieve
sustainable groundwater management as required by SGMA. The Executive Committee
responsibilities also include guiding public outreach and stakeholder engagement efforts
and keeping the Governing Bodies of each agency informed and prepared to take any
and all actions necessary to satisfy the requirements of SGMA. The SOKR Executive
Committee meets monthly at the Arvin-Edison Water Storage District headquarters and
agendas are posted on www.SOKRGSP.com.

F-1.4.2.2 NCK GSP Steering Committee

Pursuant to the MOA by and Among North Kern WSD GSA, Shafter-Wasco ID GSA,
Cawelo Water District GSA, and Southern San Joaquin MUD GSA represent the NCK
GSP Group. Each GSA has designated a Steering Committee representative from their
respective Board of Directors, with the support and the agencies’ respective staff and
technical consultants, to be responsible for making decisions concerning the
development of the NCK GSP, enforcement of the GSP, and facilitating coordination
with other GSAs in the Kern Subbasin. The cities of Delano, McFarland, Shafter, and
Wasco are situated within the jurisdictional boundaries of the GSAs and have appointed
a member to the Steering Committee. The Steering Committee’s responsibility also
includes guiding public outreach and stakeholder engagement efforts, informing
respective governing bodies, and taking any and all actions necessary to satisfy the
requirements of SGMA. The NCK Steering Committee meets regularly at the North Kern
Water Storage District office.

F-1.4.2.3 Kern Fan Banking Group

Representatives from the Berrenda Mesa Spreading Grounds, the Kern Water Bank
GSA, the Pioneer GSA, and the West Kern Water District GSA meet routinely to
coordinate and compile technical information and data, and to provide guidance during
the development of the Subbasin Plan. Each member participates in public outreach
through their respective Board meetings.

F-1.4.3 Community Partner Meetings

During the 2025 Plan amendment process, the Kern Subbasin conducted three (3)
Community Partner Meetings in early 2025 that focused on introductory outreach to the
Kern Subbasin’s existing list of interested parties to explain the project's scope and
importance, and to form the Community Partners group. Activities included hosting
monthly meetings, in addition to follow up email and phone correspondence, respond to
outreach letters to address concerns through these communications such as collecting
valuable feedback on where existing community events are held in areas throughout the
Kern Subbasin and barriers to communication, and to discuss information on SGMA
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and the 2025 Plan. Surveys from Community Partners were conducted to solicit
feedback to understand knowledge of sustainable groundwater management,
knowledge of their engagement with residents and communities they support, and their
groundwater concerns.

Through these Community Partner meetings, the GSAs were able to identify ways to
increase the Kern Subbasin community's knowledge about the project and gather input
on key concerns. The discussions also helped identify gaps in equitable engagement
and inclusivity, setting the stage for expanding the outreach efforts and refining the
materials prepared to better reflect community needs and to prepare resources.
Comments were addressed in real-time and shared with GSAs to consider feedback to
incorporate in the 2025 Plan.

Following development of the Draft 2025 Plan, two (2) Community Partner Meetings
were held to discuss feedback and give updates on plan changes prior to adoption of
the final version. The Kern Subbasin GSAs will continue to meet with Community
Partners during 2025 Plan implementation.

F-1.4.4 Stakeholder Community Workshops

Stakeholder workshops have been and will be held to communicate the 2025 Plan
components to stakeholders and to receive input. Beneficial uses and users are
encouraged to attend workshops as a part of the targeted outreach and education
engagement type.

F-1.4.4.1 GSA-Hosted Workshops

Since January 2023, several GSAs held stakeholder workshops to guide public
outreach and stakeholder engagement efforts. Noticing included sending direct mail and
informational emails with updates on events. GSA-lead stakeholder workshops held
between January 2023 and August 2024 are listed in Appendix F of the 2025 Plan.
Between April and July 2025, a total of 70 GSA-hosted workshops were conducted as
part of the 2025 Plan amendment process. These workshops are detailed in a
comprehensive list available in Appendix F-4 and on the Kern Subbasin website at
www.kerngsp.comos:

F-1.4.4.2 SWRCB Workshops

The Subbasin GSAs actively advertised and participated in the August 2024 public
workshops held by the SWRCB. The SWRCB workshops were held to educate the
landowners within the Subbasin about potential SWRCB actions during the intervention
process, and to provide a venue for public comment. Spanish and Punjabi translation
was made available. Technical representatives of the Subbasin GSAs presented on the
2024 Plan. SWRCB workshops were held at these times:

e August 26, 2024 (virtual)
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e August 29, 2024 (in-person in the City of Bakersfield)
e The SWRCB did not hold any public workshops for the 2025 Plan.

Based on input from our Community Partners, Spanish and Punjabi interpretation was
available for all three Subbasin-wide community workshops in 2025. Based on the
workshop input, the Kern Subbasin GSAs collected detailed data on community
priorities and established strategy recommendations for GSAs to identify what topics are
most appropriate to address, and what materials are best to share at future events,
board meetings, and engagement opportunities. Comments were addressed in real-time
and shared with GSAs to consider feedback to incorporate in the 2025 Plan.

F-1.4.4.4 Kern Subbasin Well Mitigation Program Workshops

In November 2024, the Kern Subbasin hosted a Well Mitigation Program Workshop with
local NGOs to present program details, clarify eligibility for drinking water users, and
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gather feedback for the 2024 Plan. In 2025, the Kern Subbasin GSAs held Community
Partner Meetings and three Community Workshops to discuss proposed Plan
amendments and collect feedback on topics of interest, which included the Well
Mitigation Program which launched in January 2025. Through this feedback, and in
coordination with SWRCB staff, updates were made to the Well Mitigation Program as
described in Section 1 of Appendix G-1. The GSAs plan to continue collaboration with
Community Partners throughout the 2025 Plan implementation.

As part of the Well Mitigation Program implementation, the Subbasin GSAs will host at
least one virtual workshop. The workshop will detail the proposed mitigation framework
for domestic wells and community wells in the Kern Subbasin. Call-in information for the
workshops will be distributed by all Kern Subbasin GSAs and will be posted at
www.KernGSP.com.

F-1.4.4.5 SWRCB Staff Tours

In August and September 2024, the Kern Subbasin GSAs hosted the SWRCB Board
Members and staff on three tours of the Kern Subbasin to help contextualize projects,
outreach, DAC involvement, and coordinated management actions outlined in the GSP.
The Kern Subbasin tours were held on the following dates:

e August 28, 2024
e September 26, 2024
e September 27, 2024

The Kern Subbasin tour packet from August 28, 2024, is included as Attachment C to
this SCEP. The tours included visits to numerous GSA offices and drive-by locations of
interest were identified at each section of the tour for in-person visualization of relevant
corresponding elements of the GSP. Representatives from GSAs, local DAC community
members, and entities participating in the tour presented localized information and
answered questions relating to the GSP and the materials presented on the tour. In
addition to the SWRCB Board Members and staff listed on the tour itinerary in
Attachment C, all policy directors and managers attended the Kern Subbasin tours.

F-1.4.5 Focus Groups

The Kern Subbasin hosted two (2) Focus Groups with Community Partners and
community members to facilitate discussions on community concerns, needs, values,
and goals. These discussions were aimed to engage the community in defining a clear
and shared vision for how the 2025 Plan supports their communities and to receive
feedback on their concerns. This information was gathered and shared with GSAs that
the community members resided which helped the Kern Subbasin understand effective
ways to engage with their represented communities.
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At the Focus Group meetings, the GSAs collected detailed data on community priorities
and established strategy recommendations for GSAs to identify what topics are most
appropriate to address and what materials are best to share at future events, board
meetings, and engagement opportunities. Concerns were shared with GSAs to and
gather resources to provide responses with Community Partners and residents.

F-1.4.6 Pop-Up Events

To help extend outreach, the Subbasin
GSAs hosted five pop-up/mobile
events targeting those communities
most impacted by historical
disinvestment and systemic inequities
to provide accessible, informative
materials to communities, gaining
relevant feedback and available to
answer any questions attendees had.
A suite of activity options was
implemented as listed below, which
the project team employed most :

At the Pop-Up Events, the project team collected detailed data on community priorities
and established strategy recommendations for GSAs to identify what topics are most
appropriate to address, and what materials are best to share at future events, board
meetings, and engagement opportunities.

F-1.4.7 Advisory Subcommittees

The existing Kern Subbasin advisory committees have established pathways for
stakeholder engagement throughout the GSP development process and will continue to
work through the avenues of engagement of monitoring and data sharing, focused
initiatives outreach, and interdependent partnerships during implementation. These
advisory committees include:

The Well Mitigation Program Subcommittee coordinates the development and
implementation of the Kern Subbasin Well Mitigation Program with SHE. The
Well Mitigation Subcommittee members include representatives from the SDAC
Arvin CSD, to ensure a representative of impacted communities are involved in
the Program development, and representatives of the Joint Operations
Committee, which has historically addressed well mitigation in their respective
GSAs, to ensure a smooth transition to a larger-scale Subbasin-wide operation.

The Outreach Subcommittee is responsible for developing and implementing
community outreach and engagement activities, developing and approving outreach
materials, coordinating translation and interpretation services, securing venues,
and coordinating community workshops.

The Subsidence Subcommittee was formed in response to public comment
letters received on the 2024 Plan. The subsidence subcommittee is composed of
TWG members and GSA managers and is tasked with coordinating meetings
with critical infrastructure operators to ensure transparency on prior studies and
findings related to subsidence drivers within the Kern Subbasin, data sharing,
refinement of the Land Subsidence SMCs, and discussion on P/MAs within a
buffer zone around critical infrastructure.

As Subbasin-wide initiatives and programs are developed, additional advisory
committees will be established as needed. These could include a subcommittee for Well
Registration, etc.

F-1.4.8 Collateral and Digital Outreach

To help extend outreach, the Subbasin GSAs provided accessible, informative materials
in both digital and print formats in English, Spanish, and Punjabi throughout
development of the 2025 Plan. These resources served as a foundation for ongoing
learning. Table 4 below provides description of the methods used for digital outreach.

The Kern Subbasin GSAs will continue to utilize Digital Outreach during 2025 Plan
implementation.

F-1.4.8.1 Fact Sheets/Newsletters

To enhance and extend stakeholder outreach, the GSAs developed accessible and
engaging informational materials available in both digital and print formats in English,
Spanish, and Punjabi. These resources served as a foundation for ongoing education
about the GSP and helped strengthen connections with the community through targeted
outreach and direct GSA relationships.

Printed and digital GSP Fact Sheets provided clear, visually engaging content covering
key topics such as fundamentals of the Kern Subbasin, available resources, and where
to find additional information. These Fact Sheets were distributed during community
workshops, posted on the Subbasin website (https://kerngsp.com/), shared via email,
and disseminated directly by the GSAs. The Fact Sheets are included as Appendix A of
this SCEP.

In addition to print materials, a variety of digital outreach methods were employed (see
Table 5 below), including the creation of Instagram and Facebook accounts (Appendix
C) to promote engagement events and collect public feedback. Regular email
newsletters also provided timely updates on project progress and upcoming
engagement opportunities.

All outreach materials, including Fact Sheets and digital content, were translated into
Spanish and Punjabi to ensure inclusive and equitable access to information. GSAs will
continue to provide translations into additional languages as needed.

F-1.4.9 Website Communication

All relevant information regarding the 2025 Plan is posted on www.KernGSP.com.
During the public comment period, the draft 2025 Plan was available for public
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comment. The GSAs invited any interested parties to submit a public comment to
comments@kerngsp.com.

Additionally, the GSAs will update their individual websites with GSA Board meeting
materials and SGMA-related updates as described in Section 4.1 of this SCEP.

The Kern Subbasin Data Management System https://dms.geiconsultants.com/kern/
provides an online platform for sharing data collected by GSAs but also allows public to
view critical information like groundwater level measurements.

As GSAs develop management actions related to water budgets, allocations, and/or
groundwater charges, online water accounting platforms will become available to aid in
information sharing, such as the Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water Accounting Platform
https://waterbudget.rrbwsd.com/.

F-1.4.10 Existing Partnerships and Collaborations

Throughout the 2025 Plan development, the Kern Subbasin GSAs engaged
stakeholders and encouraged active involvement by relying on interdependent
partnerships to distribute and collect information between stakeholders and the GSAs,
then incorporated feedback into the 2025 Plan. Several interdependent partnerships
have been built into the structure of GSP functionality and are outlined in Section 3.4,
however there are similar partnerships that have been engaged consistently to
disseminate information and fill in data gaps. These existing partnerships and
collaborations include:

1. Department of Drinking Water — Staff in the Fresno Branch of the Department
of Drinking Water (DDW) collaborated with the Kern Subbasin GSAs to develop a
comprehensive list of public water systems in the Kern Subbasin and verify
accurate locations and status of wells in various databases. DDW has also
coordinated with the Kern Subbasin GSAs to implement groundwater quality
regulatory programs through its Safe and Affordable Funding for Equity and
Resilience Program (SAFER). Strategic partnership with the SAFER program is
expected to continue into the implementation phase.

2. Department of Water Resources California Aqueduct Subsidence Program
— The Department of Water Resources California Aqueduct Subsidence Program
(DWR CASP) staff provided GSAs annual benchmark survey data from over
1,000 sites it maintains along the California Aqueduct. As a part of its suite of
technologies used to measure subsidence around the Aqueduct, DWR CASP
collects benchmark and extensometer data, which is provided to the Kern
Subbasin GSAs to assess subsidence along the California Aqueduct. DWR
CASP plans to install additional monitoring wells and new extensometers along
the Aqueduct, to be incorporated into the Kern Subbasin’s monitoring network
and subsidence analyses. During 2025 Plan development, the Kern Subbasin
met with DWR CASP regarding changes made to the GSP to ensure continued
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coordination and feedback was considered. More details on how DWR CASP
was and continues to be engaged are provided in Section Error! Reference
source not found. below.

Water Association of Kern County — The Kern Subbasin GSAs created a
partnership with the Water Association of Kern County (WAKC), a non-profit
organization whose mission is to inform and educate the public and water
community about water issues in Kern County. The Kern Subbasin GSAs will
continue to partner with WAKC to promote information on the 2025 Plan and
community outreach events.

. Kern County Farm Bureau — This local chapter of the California Farm Bureau

Federation, the Kern County Farm Bureau (KCFB), is a non-profit organization of
farmers and ranchers whose mission is to “... represent agriculture interests
through public relations, education, and public policy advocacy in order to
promote the economic viability of agriculture....” The Kern Subbasin GSAs
collaborated with the KCFB to engage members in SGMA-related topics, and
seek to engage socially disadvantaged farmers and ranchers and small-scale
farmers to solicit their input on GSP implementation. This includes sending e-
blast notifications and Tailgate Talks to present GSP information to local farmers.
During development of the 2025 Plan, small and underrepresented growers
participated in monthly Community Partner Meetings, which included
representatives from the KCFB, and a Focus Group was held in July 2025 to
discuss feedback on the Draft 2025 Plan.

Kern County Environmental Health Services— The Kern Subbasin GSAs
coordinates with the Kern County Environmental Health Services (KCEHS)
regarding well drilling permits. In addition, the Kern County Water Agency has
access to local well completion report datasets and other related records to
develop the Well Inventory.

F-1.4.11 Media Outlets

Media outlets help distribute SGMA-related information to the general public. The Kern
Subbasin launched social media accounts on Facebook and Instagram, and will continue to
provide press releases, updates on the 2025 Plan, and notices of adoption through
media outlets such as:

SJV Water (https://sjvwater.org/), a news outlet whose recent articles have
reported on the Kern Subbasin GSAs presentations on the 2025 Plan given at the
SWRCB workshops.

Bakersfield.
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F-1.5 STAKEHOLDER ENGAGEMENT DURING GSP
IMPLEMENTATION

Stakeholder groups representing all beneficial uses and users were engaged during the
2025 Plan development process, and will continue to be during the implementation
phase through the venues described in Section 4. As identified in Section 3 above,
there are different outreach strategies for the five stakeholder engagement type groups.
and the following section presents a plan for continued engagement during GSP
implementation.

F-1.5.1 Direct GSA Communication Engagement Type Group

Each GSA is responsible for public outreach to groundwater users within its service
area. GSAs will continue to engage in various direct communication with users in the
Direct GSA Communication group, including:

e Public meeting notifications for Board meetings, stakeholder workshops, and
GSA Group meetings. Meeting notifications are directly emailed and posted on
websites at least three days prior to the meeting. Direct community outreach will
be evaluated on a per-GSA basis to fit specific needs. GSAs may consider direct
mailers to landowners, posting flyers at key community locations, attendance at
local events, and the use of local networks such as schools.

e Direct participation in GSAs, on GSA Boards, or on GSA Group Boards:

o GSA Boards that hold positions for key user groups, including agricultural and
municipal interests.

o City of Bakersfield and Cal Water, who provide water service for municipal
and urban users, participate in the Kern River GSA (KRGSA).

o Smaller municipalities and urban users representing DACs in the South and
North Basin HCM Areas are represented through their positions in the GSA
Group Executive Committees (see Section 5.2 below).

e Social media and e-blast notifications to GSA and water district email distribution
lists, Kern County Farm Bureau listserv, and the WAKC listserv — release of the
GSP materials and flyers promoting the upcoming Kern Subbasin community
workshops. Future social media and e-blasts will disseminate similar information.
Interested parties can subscribe to the Kern Subbasin’s e-blast listserv to stay
updated about all public SGMA-related events, see www.kerngsp.com for details.

e Free Tailgate Talks co-hosted by Kern County Farm Bureau. During 2025 Plan
development, small and underrepresented growers, which included
representatives from the Kern County Farm Bureau. Representatives also
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participated in monthly Community Partner Meetings and a Focus Group was
held in July 2025 to discuss feedback on the Draft 2025 Plan. Ongoing Tailgate
Talks will be hosted in the future to provide SGMA-related updates.

e Participation in monthly Urban Bakersfield Advisory Committee meetings
whereby KCWA-ID4 and the City of Bakersfield (KRGSA) provide SGMA updates.

e Collaboration with the DDW staff in the Fresno Branch to develop and maintain a
comprehensive list of public water systems and verify the accurate location and
status of wells found in the GAMA and SDWIS databases.

e Direct input into the SGMA Representative Monitoring Network. Many municipal
and public water system wells were selected as Representative Monitoring
Network wells and will require ongoing sampling and reporting during
implementation.

e Arvin GSA has an agreement with the Tejon Indian Tribe for water supply
planning including groundwater management, among other things. There has
been direct outreach with the Tejon Tribe regarding annual agreement terms,
future development of the Hard Rock Casino, the GSP, and assistance with grant
funding opportunities. There is an open and frequent line of communication
between the Tribe and Arvin GSA regarding multiple items of interest including
annual administration of water supply agreement terms.

e Beneficial environmental uses and users of groundwater, including federal, state,
and local agencies, are largely protected through conservation easements, non-
profit land trusts, and public agency management of these areas. Many of these
preserve lands, are primarily supplied by surface water with supplemental
groundwater during drought years, if applicable. The GSAs have committed to
supporting these environmental users through maintained water supply
contracts, if necessary.

e Continued data gathering, monitoring, and reporting of diverted surface water for
analysis and inclusion in the Annual Reports.

e Meetings and data sharing with neighboring adjacent subbasin GSAs, including
the White Wolf GSA and technical representatives of the Tulare Lake Subbasin
and Tule Subbasin GSAs. During 2024, meetings focused on the HCM and
SMCs. Ongoing meetings will focus on data sharing related to the Basin Study
and P/MAs.

F-1.5.2 Focused Initiatives Outreach Engagement Type Group

Users within the Focused Initiatives Outreach group are those that require outreach
specifically tailored for programs that aim to reduce impacts on sensitive beneficial
users.

¢ In coordination with SHE, the Kern Subbasin GSAs launched and are
implementing the Well Mitigation Program by disseminating information to NGOs
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and Community Based Organizations, County of Kern, DDW Tehachapi Branch,
SWRCB SAFER Office, as well as local water well contractors to inform them of
the mitigation programs available through local GSAs. These meetings will be
hosted by the participating GSAs and will include SHE administrators, water well
contractors, and the KCEHD. Kern Subbasin GSAs hosted a meeting on
November 12, 2024 to engage drinking water NGO groups in development of the
Well Mitigation Program and continued engagement through Community Partner
Meetings and Community Workshops during the 2025 Plan development
process. Following these meetings and workshops, feedback provided by the
drinking water advocates was incorporated into the Well Mitigation Program and
in the 2025 Plan.

Ongoing outreach promoting mitigation programs will include:

e Kern Subbasin GSAs will host a virtual stakeholder workshop that will detail the
mitigation framework for domestic wells and community wells. Call-in information
for the workshops

e Annual meetings with local water well contractors informing them of the
mitigation programs available through their local GSAs. These meetings will be
hosted by the participating GSAs and will include SHE, water well contractors,
and KCEHD.

e Representatives are encouraged to participate in community events such as Kern
County Fair Water Day and Annual Water Awareness Events.

e GSA partnerships with the communities of Delano, McFarland, Shafter, Wasco,
Arvin, Lamont, Bakersfield, and the County of Kern have established
representatives to participate in local community events to promote the mitigation
programs. Examples include Earth Day, Farmers
Markets, and Resource Fairs.

e Pictured right: WAKC booth at Kern
County Fair Water Day in Bakersfield,
CA on September 27, 2024.
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e Outreach through social media campaigns, publications in local newspapers,
Kern Talk radio, and news segments focused on community issues.

Domestic well owners will be regularly informed through direct mail in these instances:

e The Kern Subbasin Well Inventory will be used to identify current domestic well
owners, and postcards informing them of the mitigation program will be provided
directly to their household.

In the event of a confirmed Minimum Threshold (MT) Exceedance for the Degraded
Water Quality sustainability indicator, notices will be mailed to potentially impacted
residents informing them of the exceedance, advising them of potential impacts
(including health effects related to a water quality exceedance), and recommending they
reach out to SHE and their local GSA representative if issues have arisenThe GSAs aim
to engage residents of DACs and SDACs through continued participation of community
representatives on GSA Boards and GSA Group executive committees. Urban
representation of DACs is primarily provided by the City of Bakersfield and Cal Water
participating in the KRGSA. Smaller municipalities and incorporated communities are
directly involved through the development of all SMCs and selection of the SGMA
monitoring network. These stakeholders include but are not limited to:

e Arvin Community Services District: Holds a director position on the SOKR
Executive Committee and provided direct input into the SGMA monitoring
network for water quality, outreach and engagement efforts including Spanish
translation services, and Mitigation Program. Additionally, Arvin CSD continues
to collaborate on projects with Arvin GSA to improve local groundwater
conditions. SOKR Executive Committee meetings are held monthly in person and
virtually and are open to the public.

¢ Greenfield County Water District: Participates in a leadership role in decision-
making as it's a GSA.

e Buttonwillow Community Services District: Participates in a leadership role in
the Buena Vista GSA.

e City of Shafter: Holds a position on the NCK Steering Committee within the NCK
GSA Group.

e City of Wasco: Holds a position on the NCK Steering Committee within the NCK
GSA Group.

e City of McFarland: Is actively engaged with the NCK GSA Group through
participation with local NGOs.

¢ Lost Hills Water District: Participates in a leadership role in decision-making in
the Semitropic Water District GSA.

In addition, NGOs directly inquired with the Kern Subbasin regarding ongoing
stakeholder engagement, and identified interest in the Well Mitigation Program. GSAs
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submitted a draft SCEP to NGOs for their review and comment. In addition, GSAs also
invited NGOs to attend the Kern Subbasin Workshops and will continue to meet, as
requested. The Well Mitigation Program administrators are anticipated to hold
workshops with NGOs specific to program development, and to form an advisory
committee including NGOs for mitigation program implementation.

F-1.5.3 Targeted Outreach and Education Engagement Type Group

Targeted outreach and education efforts are geared towards representatives from
industrial uses. Examples of focused educational meetings held throughout 2024 and
2025 include:

Westside District Water Authority (WDWA) GSA held regular meetings with
industry stakeholders, including landowners within the CASP 5-mile buffer zone
of the California Aqueduct to gather stakeholder input on proposed WDWA GSA
subsidence management action(s).

Kern Groundwater Authority, Semitropic Water Storage District GSA, West Kern
Water District GSA, and WDWA GSA held multiple workshops that included
industry stakeholder-related items on the agenda, such as oilfield UIC
applications, DWR subsidence profiles showing nexus with oil activities at Lost
Hills, oil field activities, and technical studies of non-GSA related subsidence
around the California Aqueduct.

Through their participation in Eastside Water Management Agency (EWMA),
other oil and gas industry representatives were actively engaged through the
GSP development process. Specifically, the subsidence subcommittee met with
EWMA representatives on January 24, 2024 to discuss information included in
the Basin Setting and the methodology for developing Land Subsidence SMCs.

In recognition of the need to increase education for how SGMA and the 2025 Plan may
impact these users, Kern Subbasin GSAs have committed to continue to hold focused
meetings to discuss concerns with these industrial users.

F-1.5.4 Interdependent Partnerships Engagement Type Group

The interdependent partners identified in Section 3.4 will continue to engage with the
GSAs primarily in their roles defined by the 2025 Plan, focusing on the ongoing
protection of water conveyance regional critical infrastructure and minimizing impacts of
dewatered wells through mitigation. These entities are committed to protecting the
operations of water conveyance infrastructure and mitigation, and their services are
integral to the success of the Plan. Interdependent partners will continue to engage in a
similar fashion during implementation as they did during the development process.

DWR SWP, CASP, and FWA submitted public comments on the draft 2024 Plan.
Responses to the public comments will be detailed in the 2024 Plan, and ongoing
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discussions with these existing partnerships will continue throughout GSP
implementation.

F-1.5.4.1 Protection of Water Conveyance Regional Critical Infrastructure

CASP: DWR CASP maintains survey benchmark sites along the California Aqueduct to
monitor annually. A series of technical meetings with CASP senior management were
held to share data from benchmark surveys, findings from Subbasin subsidence studies,
and to discuss the rate and cause of subsidence along the California Aqueduct.

The GSAs will continue coordination with CASP regarding future monitoring along
benchmarks and data gap filling efforts. The Subbasin GSAs have committed to ongoing
quarterly meetings with CASP, as outlined in Appendix K-1 of the 2025 Plan.

FWA: FWA was engaged on subsidence evaluation and establishment of SMC criteria
for the Friant-Kern Canal (FKC). FWA (and USBR) agreed to the installation of an
extensiometer along the FKC in the Subbasin, which is anticipated to be complete by
the end of 2024. FWA has a firm position that the Subbasin GSAs should minimize and
mitigate lost conveyance capacity post-2020 due to ongoing subsidence attributable to
groundwater pumping under GSA jurisdiction. Appendix G-3 of the 2025 Plan is a letter
from FWA expressing their appreciation for the Subbasin GSAs’ transparency during
the SMC development process, their understanding of the GSAs’ remaining work, and
their confidence that the proposed additional work will properly mitigate future impacts
to the FKC. FWA will continue to collaborate with Subbasin GSAs to formalize the
mitigation and associated funding strategies moving forward.

F-1.5.4.2 Kern Subbasin Well Mitigation Program Administrators

Self-Help Enterprises: The Kern Subbasin GSAs have partnered with Self-Help
Enterprises (SHE) to assist in administering the Well Mitigation Program (Appendix G-1)
which launched January 1, 2025. The Kern Subbasin has committed to implement this
Well Mitigation Program within the Plan Area to provide emergency and interim drinking
water, as well as long-term solutions, for households that rely on domestic and multi-
use domestic wells and have lost access to drinking water due to groundwater
management activities occurring after January 1, 2015. In addition, the Well Mitigation
Program provides alternative drinking water supplies to domestic well users that
experience water quality degradation due to

groundwater management activities. The Kern Subbasin is regularly meeting with SHE
and will continue to coordinate during Well Mitigation Program implementation.

Kern Water Collaborative: The GSAs coordinated with KWC to avoid duplicate
sampling between SGMA and the Nitrate Control Program, with the goal of supporting
residents who rely on domestic wells with access to safe water for consumption. In the
2025 Plan, P/IMA KSB-2 details the Kern Subbasin’s coordination efforts with various
water quality regulatory programs and its intent to partner with these programs on
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monitoring, data sharing, and mitigation efforts when needed. Appendix C_5 of the 2025

Plan provides a Memorandum of Understanding with Kern Water Collaborative to
document partnership initiatives.

F-1.5.5 Monitoring and Data Sharing Engagement Type Group

The GSAs will coordinate monitoring, sampling, and reporting efforts with various
agencies and committees to inform ongoing SGMA reporting (i.e., Annual Report and

Periodic Evaluation), including:

e KCWA has been continually involved through data-sharing collaboration of
several key annual reports. KCWA will continue its role as a groundwater and
surface water data collector, and annual reports will continue to be provided to

the GSAs.

e Water bank recharge and recovery data were collected as input for the current

HCM used to represent the Kern Subbasin’s water balance. Additionally,

monitoring wells were selected from the water banks monitoring programs for
inclusion in the SGMA Representative Monitoring Network. Groundwater level

data, groundwater quality data, and water budget accounting will continue to be

provided to the GSAs for inclusion in the Annual Report.

e Future coordination with the ILRP Coalition (i.e., Kern River Watershed Coalition
Authority) to engage members in SGMA related topics, focusing on data sharing

and alignment of monitoring programs. Wells sampled as part of the ILRP
program were identified as key wells to supplement the SGMA monitoring
network for degraded water quality.

F-1.6 MESSAGES

The GSAs aim to convey consistent high-level messaging to all stakeholders throughout
GSP development and implementation. The following are the key messages that will
form the foundation for all engagement efforts:

1. The GSAs aim to engage with diverse stakeholders to best represent their
interests in the GSP development and implementation process;

2. Key GSP decisions will be made in an open and transparent fashion during public
GSA Board meetings; and

3. Technical GSP implementation progress will be communicated in an accessible
manner to encourage stakeholder understanding and support effective

stakeholder input.

The GSAs will maintain these messages in all venues for engaging, as described in
Section 4. Additionally, the GSAs have developed Table 5 to document anticipated
guestions as well as possible responses. Table 5 will be updated to add additional,
frequently received questions as well as to build upon responses based on GSP

development progress.

The GSP has already been developed. Kern Subbasin GSA Board meetings and
several GSA member agencies are open to the public and held regularly.
Stakeholder workshops will be held throughout the Kern Subbasin, and will be
publicized on individual GSA websites, as well as the Kern Subbasin site
(https://www.kerngsp.com/ ).

What is SGMA?

The Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (SGMA) is a California law that
requires local agencies to form Groundwater Sustainability Agencies (GSA) who
must develop and implement Groundwater Sustainability Plans (GSP) to achieve
sustainable groundwater management within 20 years. Sustainability means
groundwater pumping is in balance with replenishment from rainfall, rivers and
other surface waters. The Kern Subbasin must achieve sustainability by 2040.

What is a GSP?

A GSP is a document that describes current conditions and trends related to the
groundwater within a subbasin, including an assessment of beneficial users. The
GSP sets standards and objectives for the quantity and quality of groundwater that
must be maintained and lists actions that the GSAs will take to reach a long- term
balance between groundwater use and replenishment. The Kern Subbasin draft
2024 amended GSPs can be downloaded under Documents.

What GSA am | located in?

The Kern Subbasin is covered by 20 GSAs. An interactive map for locating your
parcel, identifying your GSA, and obtaining GSA contact information can be found
online at the Kern County GIS mapping tool (expand “Water Resources” layer,turn
on “Groundwater Sustainability Agencies”, click on parcel and toggle dropdown to
“GSA Information”).
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Likely Questions

Responses

How is sustainability defined?

Sustainability means groundwater levels are maintained at levels to meet current
and future needs. In the Kern Subbasin, this means stabilizing groundwater levels
by 2040. While GSAs are working to reach sustainability, they must monitor certain
indicators and take actions to prevent problems that may be related to declining
water levels, such as permanent loss of groundwater storage, degraded water
quality, and land subsidence (sinking).

What is the current health of
our groundwater basin?

According to the Kern Subbasin draft 2024 amended GSPs, the Kern Subbasin is
estimated to contain 90 to 260 million acre-feet of groundwater. Surface water
importation and water recharge/banking have contributed to raising groundwater
levels and have aided the Kern Subbasin in counteracting the impacts of recent
severe droughts. GSAs continue to implement projects and management actions
to offset the historically declining water table.

Will SGMA or the GSP affect
my domestic well? What if my
well goes dry?

The GSP does not place any restrictions, fees, or monitoring requirements on
domestic wells. Domestic wells that go dry may be eligible for mitigation (see
Section 14.2.3 and Appendix K of the Amended Plan) through the Kern Subbasin’s
mitigation program, which will be fully operational by January 2025. If you have a
domestic well and would like more information about SGMA, reach out to your
GSA.

Will my groundwater
pumping be limited?

GSAs can set limits on how much groundwater a landowner can pump. There is
currently no subbasin-wide limitations to groundwater pumping, however certain
GSAs have placed strict limits through water budgets. Each GSA determines when
groundwater pumping limits may be required. For instance, in Semitropic Water
Storage District GSA and Shafter-Wasco Irrigation District GSA, water budgets
have already been assigned to landowners to reduce overall groundwater demand
by 2040.

Similar demand management actions have been and may be implemented by other
GSAs in the future.

Will | have to pay to pump
groundwater?

There is currently no subbasin-wide fee to pump groundwater. GSAs may charge
groundwater users based on the amount of groundwater that they use within their
management area.

Groundwater charges may be implemented by GSAs in the future. If the State
Water Resources Control Board places the Kern Subbasin on probation in
February 2025, groundwater pumpers may need to pay fees to the State ($300 per
well and $20 per acre-foot of groundwater pumped), subject to exclusions or
exemptions granted for de minimis pumpers.

Don’t we already have a
GSP? Why are we doing this
again?

In 2020, the GSAs in the Kern Subbasin submitted five GSPs covering different
areas of the subbasin, but the California Department of Water Resources (DWR)
determined that the plans were incomplete. In 2022, the GSAs submitted six
revised GSPs, which DWR deemed inadequate due to lack of coordination and
consistency across the subbasin. The 2024 amended GSP was developed in
coordination with all 20 GSAs in the Kern Subbasin. Each of the amended 2024
GSPs covering the Kern Subbasin are essentially identical to ensure consistency
with the minor difference of certain “blue page” areas to provide additional and
more detailed information within that specific GSA area.

What is the state’s
involvement?

DWR was responsible for reviewing the 2020 and 2022 GSPs. Following DWR'’s
“inadequate” determination, responsibility shifted to the State Water Resources
Control Board (SWRCB). The California Water Code allows SWRCB to place a
subbasin on probation after holding a hearing. SWRCB recently announced that
the probationary hearing for the Kern Subbasin is currently rescheduled to
February 20, 2025. If the Kern Subbasin is placed on probation, SWRCB will
require groundwater pumpers to report and pay fees to the State within 90 days,
subject to exclusions granted for de minimis pumpers. If the GSAs do not fix
deficiencies within a year, SWRCB may implement its own interim plan for the Kern
Subbasin. The amended 2024 GSP was developed in consultation with SWRCB
staff to address their concerns prior to SWRCB review.

Kern Subbasin GSAs continue to consult with SWRCB staff to ensure the amended
2024 GSP meets all regulatory requirements prior to its adoption later this year.
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Likely Questions

Responses

Who is paying for the GSP?

The GSAs pay for GSP development. GSAs receive funding from the fees that
their member agencies (e.g. water districts) charge to customers. Some ongoing
studies, monitoring, and projects are funded through State and Federal grants.

What is the timeline for the
probationary process?

SWRCB released its Draft Staff Report on the 2020 and 2022 GSPs on July 25,
2024. The report also contains comments based on a preliminary review of the
2024 GSP. Written comments on the Draft Staff Report were due to SWRCB on
September 23, 2024 at noon. SWRCB staff held two public workshops during the
comment period: a virtual workshop on August 26, 2024 at 11:00 AM — 1:30 PM
and an in-person workshop on August 29, 2024 at 5:30 PM — 8:30 PM in
Bakersfield. The probationary hearing is currently scheduled for February 20, 2025
at 9:00 AM in Sacramento. More information on the probationary process can be
found at the State Water Boards SGMA webpage.

Why is the probationary
process happening if Kern
GSAs submitted a new
Coordinated GSP in 20247

With DWR’s “inadequate” determination in 2023, responsibility shifted from DWR to
the SWRCB. The SWRCB will continue with its probationary process, and
simultaneously continue to work with DWR and Kern Subbasin GSAs to review the
2024 GSPs, leading up to the currently scheduled February 2025 hearing.
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F-1.7 EVALUATION, ASSESSMENT, AND REPORTING

The GSAs intend to assess their stakeholder engagement implementation moving
forward. Summaries of engagement progress will be presented at GSA Board meetings.
Progress updates will include discussions about lessons learned and what can be
improved in the next phase of outreach. This update will focus on informing the public
about GSP implementation progress, including the status of projects and actions (23-
CCR §354.10(d)(4)). The following performance criteria questions will guide stakeholder
engagement evaluation:

e How many public participants attend the event?
e How many public comments were received?
e What worked well?
o What allowed us insight into stakeholder concerns?
o What types of materials best communicated GSP concepts to stakeholders?

e What didn’t work as planned?

o Could materials (e.g., presentation slides, fact sheets, website pages) have
been improved to better communicate?

o Are certain stakeholder groups less represented in the GSP implementation
process than they should be?

e What do we plan on doing differently during the next phase based on what
we have learned?

e How much of our communication and engagement budget have we spent relative
to work completed? Do we have enough remaining budget to complete our
engagement plan?

At the conclusion of each stakeholder engagement event, the Kern Subbasin GSAs will
answer the above questions and discuss results at the ad-hoc Coordination Committee
meetings. Report on outreach and engagement events in the Annual Report.

To ensure the effectiveness and inclusivity of community engagement strategies, the
Kern Subbasin’s systematically tracked and analyzed key metrics throughout the
activities described in the CO&ES. Quantitative measures provide a clear picture of the
reach of our engagement efforts. By mapping the demographics of survey respondents
and event participants, we can identify which voices are being heard the most. This
helped pinpoint gaps in engagement, uncover barriers to participation, and determine
where to focus future efforts.

IMPLEMENTATION AND REPORTING

The Kern Subbasin GSAs will continue to encourage stakeholder engagement in
meetings and provide documentation of stakeholder outreach in their Annual Reports
through documentation of mail and emails, records of public attendance, and meeting
dates.

Table 7 below provides an example template for GSAs to record stakeholder
engagement throughout GSP implementation and during the public comment period.
Individual GSAs shall provide stakeholder engagement documentation, which will be
included as an Attachment in the Kern Subbasin Annual Reports.

As the Kern Subbasin moves forward, this SCEP and the companion CO&ES will
continue to serve as a cornerstone for Kern Subbasin engagement with stakeholders
and community members. By implementing the “meet people where they are”
philosophy and leveraging trusted partnerships, the Kern Subbasin is seeking to not
only address systemic barriers to participation but also build a regional groundwater
management founded in collaboration and trust, ensuring that community-driven
insights remain central to our groundwater sustainability efforts.

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1 Infroduction

1.1 Purpose of the Community Outreach and
Engagement Strategy

The Kern County Subbasin Community Outreach and Engagement Strategy (CO&ES) was developed to
support the Kern County Subbasin Groundwater Sustainability Agencies! (Kern Subbasin) to initiate an
outreach and engagement strategy while amending the 2024 Groundwater Sustainability Plans (2024
Plan) in response to the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) Resolution No. 2025-0007
(Resolution) requirements2. The primary goal of CO&ES was to guide targeted, meaningful outreach
and engagement with interested parties, who participated and provided input on the Kern Subbasin
2025 Amended Groundwater Sustainability Plans (2025 Plan) for future implementation. This document
identifies the key interested parties and offers a comprehensive overview of implemented outreach and
engagement strategies and tools and metrics employed. The creation of this strategy was crucial for
fostering interested party engagement, facilitating informed decision-making, and ensuring the
transparent and inclusive development of the 2025 Plan.

1.2  Overview of Project

The CO&ES aimed to foster a well-informed and engaged community that actively contributes to
sustainable groundwater management. The strategy focuses on increasing awareness, enhancing
participation, gathering comprehensive feedback, improving communication, and building stronger
community relationships. Key milestones include monthly meetings with Community Partners3,
submission of the strategy outline to the SWRCB, and inclusion of the strategy 2025 Plan Appendix F-3.
The development process involves collaboration with community partners, such as NGOs and non-
profits, to facilitate meaningful engagement and gather diverse perspectives. Informational materials
were provided in English, Spanish, and Punjabi, and outreach was conducted through social media, focus
groups, pop-up events, and community workshops. The strategy includes an accountability mechanism
to track engagement activities and feedback to measure success and improve future engagement
efforts. Overall, the goal of CO&ES efforts aims to create a transparent, inclusive, and collaborative
environment for groundwater sustainability management that will continue to be implemented as part
of the Kern Subbasin’s Stakeholder Communications and Engagement Plan (SCEP) long-term initiatives in
2025 Plan Appendix F-1.

" The Kern County Subbasin Amended Groundwater Sustainability Plan (2025 Plan) consists of seven closely coordinated (and nearly identical)
Groundwater Sustainability Plans (GSPs) and a Coordination Agreement. The 2025 Plan represents a critical milestone in the Kern Subbasin and
all 20 Kern Subbasin Groundwater Sustainability Agencies’ (GSAs) ongoing commitment to achieving long-term groundwater sustainability
under California’s Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (SGMA). Developed collaboratively by all 20 GSAs. Table ES-1 in the 2025 Plan
presents the overview of each of the seven GSPs that together constitutes the 2025 Plan, including which GSAs are covered by each GSP and
whether the GSP includes supplemental “blue pages” specific to the portion of the Kern Subbasin that the GSA manages.

2The SWRCB held a hearing to consider the Kern Subbasin’s status on February 20, 2025, at which time the SWRCB adopted Resolution 2025-
0007 to continue the Kern Subbasin’s probationary hearing on September 17, 2025. As stipulated in Resolution 2025-0007, the Kern Subbasin
GSAs were required to: (1) develop an enhanced community outreach and engagement strategy within 30 days, (2) submit an amended draft
Plan by June 20, 2025, and (3) adopt an amended Plan by September 17, 2025. Resolution 2025-0007 is provided in Appendix B-2.

Project Understanding and Drivers

In 2014, the Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (SGMA) was signed into law by Governor Jerry
Brown, establishing the first comprehensive statewide mandate for monitoring and managing
groundwater basins to prevent overdraft and achieve long-term groundwater sustainability by 2040.

Currently, SGMA applies to 94 of the 515 designated groundwater basins, identified as high- or medium-
priority. Among these, the Kern Subbasin is one of 21 basins designated as “critically overdrafted.” In
response to this designation, the Kern Subbasin developed a comprehensive and technically complex
2024 Plan, which was reviewed during the SWRCB Probationary Hearing on February 20, 2025. As
outlined in SWRCB Resolution, the outcome of the hearing was a continuation of the probationary
designation, contingent upon additional community outreach and engagement and refinements to the
2024 Plan.

In alignment with SGMA requirements and the SWRCB Resolution, the Kern Subbasin initiated targeted
efforts to inform and engage local communities, including users of drinking water systems, regarding
how local groundwater supplies can be sustainably managed. These efforts are geared towards
establishing a transparent, inclusive, and effective management framework that addresses the needs of
all community sectors, especially those historically underrepresented.

This CO&ES describes a detailed and actionable strategy that reflects the roadmap and results for
meaningful community outreach and engagement on sustainable groundwater resource management
in the Kern Subbasin for the 2025 Plan. By implementing this strategy, the Kern Subbasin enhanced
informed decision-making, fostered community engagement, and ensured education and transparency
of sustainable management of the Kern Subbasin’s groundwater resources as reflected in the 2025 Plan.

Vision, Purpose, and Goals

The primary vision of CO&ES is to inclusively plan for sustainable groundwater management throughout
the entire subbasin, ensuring that all beneficial uses and users are protected for current and future use.
The goals of the project include:

= Increased Awareness: Strives to provide community members with a better understanding of the
2025 Plan and its importance.

= Enhanced Participation: Work with and encourage local community groups to participate in the
2025 Plan development process through various engagement activities.

= Comprehensive Feedback: Feedback requested from different segments of the community so that
their concerns and suggestions are considered and reflected in the 2025 Plan.

= Improved Communication: Establish ongoing communication channels to help maintain
transparency and keep the community informed about the 2025 Plan progress and updates.

1.3  Guiding Engagement Framework

This CO&ES was credted in response to the SWRCB Resolution conditions of continuance
and enhances the Kern Subbasin’s ongoing engagement efforts described in the 2025 Plan
SCEP. Emphasizing a proactive and inclusive approach to groundwater management, a
framework of guiding principles was developed.

® Inclusivity and Equity: The strategy commits to the active inclusion of all community sectors,
particularly emphasizing engagement from underrepresented groups. This is crucial for ensuring
that groundwater management strategies are equitable and comprehensively address the needs of
the entire community.

= Integrated Management: Emphasized a collaborative planning process that spans across diverse
water-related sectors and geographical scales. This integration aimed to align local, regional and
state water management efforts, promoting cohesive and sustainable water resource management.

=  Emphasis on Groundwater Sustainability: The Kern Subbasin prioritizes the identification of
mitigation and groundwater management activities vulnerabilities. By focusing engagement
conversations on adaptive measures and mitigation building, we can prepare the subbasin
community for current and future impacts.

= Performance Metrics and Accountability: To gauge the effectiveness of the engagement activities,
we established and utilized performance metrics in Chapter 6. These indicators provided
transparent reporting and accountability, ensuring that all actions were aligned with the set goals
and objectives.

Through the application of these principles, the strategy sought to foster a resilient subbasin community
that is prepared to address the changing climate of groundwater sustainability in the Kern Subbasin.
Therefore, the approach fostered a comprehensive and transparent collaboration among all interested
parties as an integral part of developing sustainable groundwater management solutions.

Analysis

2.1 Community Engagement Profile

The Kern Subbasin encompasses a diverse range of communities, each with unique
demographics, cultural values, and communication preferences that significantly influence
the landscape of communication and engagement needs. Understanding these factors is
essential for designing effective outreach strategies that resonate with all community
sectors, particularly those historically underrepresented or vulnerable to impacts due to groundwater
management activities.

History of the Kern Subbasin

The Kern Subbasin has undertaken a rigorous, collaborative process to revise and strengthen the 2025
Plan. The Kern Subbasin worked together to address identified DWR Deficiencies and SWRCB Potential
Corrective Actions to Address the Deficiencies, incorporate updated data, and enhance coordination.
The timeline of SGMA implementation in the Kern Subbasin is reflected in the figure below. More details
regarding the Kern Subbasin’s history are provided in Section 1 of the 2025 Plan.

The Kern Subbasin exhibits high levels of
linguistic diversity, with a substantial
portion of Spanish-speaking residents, and
economic activities heavily oriented
towards agriculture. Environmental data
from CalEnviroScreen indicates that
approximately 781,937 people live in a
census tract designated as disadvantaged
(80%). These communities experience
higher levels of pollution exposure and
environmental degradation, which are
compounded by socioeconomic
vulnerabilities such as lower income levels
and limited access to healthcare and
educational resources.

Culture and Community in the Kern Subbasin

The Kern Subbasin is rich in cultural heritage, hosting a
vibrant tapestry of communities with deep historical roots.
The indigenous Tejon Indian Tribe, who have lived in the
Subbasin since time immemorial, continue to play a
significant role in regional cultural ceremonies and
ecological stewardship. Their ancestral connection to the
land is reflected in ongoing efforts to restore native plants,
protect sacred sites, and advocate for sustainable
groundwater practices. The Tribe also actively preserves
and shares their heritage through annual cultural events,
including traditional dances, storytelling gatherings, and
seasonal celebrations that honor the natural cycles of the
land.
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Additionally, Punjabi culture and Spanish-Speaking heritage
also play integral roles to the identity of the Kern Subbasin.
Punjabi immigrants, many of whom arrived in the 20th
century, have established a strong and growing presence in
Kern County, particularly in agricultural sectors. Their
contributions to farming, trucking, and small business have
been vital to the region’s economy. Punjabi culture is
expressed through colorful festivals like Vaisakhi, celebrated
each spring to mark the harvest and the Sikh New Year, as
well as through Gurdwaras (Sikh temples) that serve as
spiritual and cultural hubs. Traditional music, food, and
language thrive within families and community events,
strengthening intergenerational bonds and enriching the
region’s multicultural fabric.

Spanish-speaking populations, deeply rooted in the history
of California and continually shaped by immigration from
Mexico and Central America, forms the cultural backbone of
many Kern County communities. This heritage is visible in
language, cuisine, family traditions, and community
celebrations like Dia de los Muertos, Fiestas Patrias, and Las
Posadas. Spanish-speaking residents have long contributed
to the agricultural labor force and continue to lead in local
advocacy, education, and business. Their cultural influence
is felt not only in daily life but also in public art, music,

religious festivals, and community organizing that reflect a deep connection to the land and to one
another.

Together, these cultural communities, alongside Indigenous tribes and other groups, help define the
identity of the Kern Subbasin, enriching it with traditions of stewardship, celebration, and resilience that
continue to shape the region’s present and future.

Interested Party Groups

Since the Kern Subbasin is one of California’s largest and most productive groundwater basins, it is
managed through a coordinated effort by 20 Groundwater Sustainability Agencies (GSAs). This unique
collaboration was formed in response to SGMA and is tasked with developing and implementing a GSP
to ensure long-term water balance in the subbasin.

In addition to these GSAs, many other interested parties are involved to ensure that the management of
groundwater is sustainable and equitable amongst all user groups. These groups include:

= Local Communities: Residents and community water systems that rely on groundwater for their
daily needs. These populations are especially impacted by groundwater quality and access.

= Agricultural Producers: As one of the most agriculturally productive regions in the country, farmers
and irrigation districts are among the largest groundwater users and critical stakeholders in water
sustainability efforts.

= Municipal & Industrial Users: Cities, water purveyors, and industries—including energy production
and food processing—depend on the subbasin’s groundwater for operations and economic
development.

= Domestic Well Owners: Thousands of private well owners throughout the subbasin rely on
groundwater for personal use. They are especially vulnerable to declining groundwater levels and
require attention in mitigation planning.

= Non-Governmental Organizations: Environmental and community advocacy groups play an
important role in ensuring sustainable and equitable water management, especially for underserved
or disadvantaged communities.

= Tribal Interests: Tribes with cultural, historical, or water-related ties to the region.

Together, these interested parties contribute to a collaborative and transparent approach to
groundwater management. Public outreach, stakeholder meetings, and multi-agency coordination
continue to be vital for building trust and achieving sustainability in the Kern Subbasin.

2.2 Interested Parties Gap Analysis

This section delves into the gap analysis of engagement methods and the representation of

interested parties within the Kern Subbasin. It examines the existing barriers to

participation, identifying gaps in current practices, and proposes mitigating strategies to

enhance inclusivity and effective engagement across all community sectors. By
understanding and addressing these gaps, the Kern Subbasin aimed to foster a more equitable and
comprehensive approach to community involvement, ensuring that all voices, especially those from
historically underrepresented groups, are heard and integrated into the groundwater management
process.
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Barriers to Participation

Based on the community profile of the Kern Subbasin, community members may face distinct barriers to
participation. These barriers, and their respective solutions, include:

Linguistic Challenges. With a substantial Spanish and Punjabi-speaking populations, language
differences can impede effective communication and outreach, limiting the involvement of non-English
speakers in crucial discussions and decision-making processes.

Solution: The outreach efforts included interpretation and translation of communication and
engagement materials in both Spanish and Punjabi.

Accessibility of Public Information. Many community members across the Kern Subbasin have reported
difficulties navigating GSA websites and accessing general information about SGMA, hindering their
motivation to participate.

Solution: Updated the KernGSP.com website with new content to answer frequently asked questions
from community members, provided information on how to find which GSA an address is located in,
and provided an aggregated schedule of all public SGMA meeting and event opportunities within the
Subbasin in an easily digestible format for the public.

Lack of Digital Footprint. For some community members across the Kern Subbasin, social media is the
most effective method of communication which has not been provided in previous outreach efforts.
Social media presence has been a successfully proven method of communication, particularly for the
Spanish-speaking community across the San Joaquin Valley.

Solution: Created and managing social media accounts (Instagram and Facebook) to reach the
Spanish-speaking community members that may not typically be reached via flyers, mailers, public
events, and NGO partner connections.

Cultural Diversity and Integration. The substantial Hispanic/Latino population (63%) and notable
foreign-born population (22%) suggest the need for culturally sensitive engagement strategies and
potentially multilingual communication to ensure inclusivity.

Solution: The strategy leveraged feedback from the Community Partners to incorporate culturally
sensitive engagement strategies such as transportation and ensure interpretation/translation are
provided for all program and event materials.

Transportation Barriers. Households without a vehicle might face challenges in accessing physical
locations for community events or services, emphasizing the need for accessible public transportation
options or remote participation methods.

Solution: The strategy incorporated virtual workshops to maximize the opportunity for participation.

Digital Divide: With households without internet access, there's a significant digital divide that could
impact the community's ability to access online resources and participate in digital engagement
initiatives.

Solution: The strategy incorporated in-person opportunities and physical informational flyers for
engagement to maximize the opportunity for participation.
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Socioeconomic Constraints. Community members living below the poverty line indicate economic
hardships that might limit participation in activities that require financial resources, underscoring the
importance of free or low-cost community services and programs. Economic pressures may also limit
access to transportation and technology, essential for engaging in community meetings or digital
platforms.

Solution: The program prioritized attending existing events in areas where people already frequent,
thus enhancing accessibility. The program also held focus groups and workshops during weekdays,
after 5pm, to ensure accessibility.

Environmental Health Risks. Exposure to higher pollution levels (e.g., air quality) can lead to health
issues that disproportionately affect vulnerable groups, reducing their capacity to engage in community
activities. Health concerns might prioritize immediate care over community engagement opportunities.

Solution: The program incorporated virtual focus groups and workshops to maximize the opportunity
for participation for those that are unable to leave their homes due to health concerns. Additionally,
the program prioritized attending community events in areas where people already frequent, thus
enhancing accessibility and minimizing extraneous efforts to participate.

Complexity Limits Participation. Limited educational resources can hinder the community’s
understanding of complex groundwater management issues and reduce their ability to participate
meaningfully in discussions and decisions. How materials are created for the public should be tailored
directly to the level of education of a region to provide baseline information that supports accessibility
to build capacity of understanding in communities.

Solution: The engagement materials shared at events, workshops and through social media with the
community included easily digestible educational components for the public to be informed about
SGMA, the Kern Subbasin, and the 2025 Plan. Additionally, bi-monthly (or more) educational posts
related to SGMA and Kern Subbasin are released to the public via social media. Along with notices of
upcoming events, community resources, and answers to frequently asked questions from community
members.

Interested Party Representation

A diverse array of interested parties was identified to help mold the process of developing the 2025 Plan
to benefit communities and the groundwater basin. An ongoing process of relationship building is in
motion through the targeted efforts of focus groups and communications with community partners.
Interested parties were selected to bring forth historically underrepresented perspectives and address
specific community needs. Table 4 below highlights the key Community Partners that the Kern Subbasin
engaged with during CO&ES and encourages future engagement well beyond the implementation
timeframe for the 2025 Plan.

Engagement Activities

Through the implemented engagement activities, the Kern Subbasin prioritized engagement efforts in
communities most impacted by historical disinvestment and systemic inequities, namely Buttonwillow,
Lamont, Lost Hills, and Shafter. These communities have faced significant barriers to access,
representation, and participation in decision-making processes, and it was critical that their voices were
not only heard but actively shaped the engagement efforts. The strategy approach was grounded in
equity and centered around the lived experiences and local knowledge of residents. Table 5 below

“Meeting People Where They Are”

The Kern Subbasin met people where they are and
removed barriers to participation by offering multilingual
materials (English/Spanish/Punjabi), collaborating with
trusted community-based organizations, and participated
at events in familiar, accessible locations. Additionally,
activities provided, such as a ‘kids’ corner’ with books,
toys, and coloring activities was available at the in-person
public workshop and giveaway toys were handed out at
Community Pop-Up Events to catch children’s attention
while the parents could focus on engaging with our team,
making active participation easier for families.
Throughout the engagement process, the Kern Subbasin
continuously evaluated the effectiveness of the
engagement efforts, staying flexible and open to
adjusting strategies as needed to ensure the inclusion of
all voices, especially those historically marginalized. This
collaborative, community-first approach fosters a sense
of ownership and accountability among participants,
ensuring that the planning process is shaped by the
diverse perspectives and aspirations of the communities
the Kern Subbasin serves.

‘Kids’ Corner' at the June 3, 2025 Community
Workshop
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To meaningfully elevate community voices, the Kern
Subbasin focused on intentional efforts to connect
with community members in ways that are respectful,
relational, and responsive to their preferences and
time. Understanding and being mindful of the
concurrent and formal consultation channels, the Kern
Subbasin extended invitations for informal, one-on-
one conversations or small group discussions through
consultation with Community Partners and residents
to share project information and provide listening
spaces to hear concerns. These conversations were
aimed not only to inform the project but also to
support the development of longer-standing
relationships with the broader communities. In

Informational Collateral and Digital Outreach

To help extend outreach, this project provided accessible, informative materials in both digital and print
formats in English, Spanish, and Punjabi. These resources served as a foundation for ongoing learning.

3.1 Community Partner Meetings

The Kern Subbasin conducted five (5) Community Partner Meetings# that focused on introductory
outreach to the Kern Subbasin’s existing list of interested parties to explain the project's scope and
importance, to form the Community Partners group, and to discuss 2025 Plan amendments with
opportunities for listening sessions at each meeting for feedback. Activities included hosting monthly
meetings, in addition to follow up email and phone correspondence, respond to outreach letters to
address concerns through these communications such as collecting valuable feedback on where existing
community events are held in areas throughout the Kern Subbasin and barriers to communication, and
to discuss information on SGMA and 2025 Plan. Surveys from Community Partners were conducted to

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solicit feedback to understand knowledge of sustainable groundwater management, knowledge of their
engagement with residents and communities they support, and their groundwater concerns. Verbal
feedback from each meeting was responded either at the next scheduled meeting or in a follow up
email.

Outcomes: The Kern Subbasin was able to identify ways to increase the Kern Subbasin community's
knowledge about the project and gather input on key concerns. The discussions also helped identify
gaps in equitable engagement and inclusivity, setting the stage for expanding the outreach efforts and
refining the materials prepared to better reflect community needs and to prepare resources. Comments
were addressed in real-time and shared with GSAs to consider feedback to incorporate in the 2025 Plan.

3.2 Focus Groups

The Kern Subbasin hosted five (5) Focus Groups with Community Partners and community members to
facilitate discussions on community concerns, needs, values, and goals. These discussions were aimed to
engage the community in defining a clear and shared vision for how the 2025 Plan supports their
communities and to receive feedback on their concerns. This information was gathered and shared with
GSAs that the community members resided which helped the Kern Subbasin understand effective ways
to engage with their represented communities.

Outcomes: Collected detailed data on community priorities and established strategy recommendations

for GSAs to identify what topics are most appropriate to address and what materials are best to share at
future events, board meetings, and engagement opportunities. Concerns were shared with GSAs to and
gather resources to provide responses with Community Partners and residents.

3.3 Pop-Up Events

Mini Survey = Short survey at the end of each event to collect emails, demographic information,
and feedback from participants on their experience.

Information Displays = Set up information booths with visual displays (e.g., project timelines, educational
information, photos, or diagrams) that attendees could explore at their own pace.

community members to share ideas and concerns in an informal setting.

3.4  Community Workshops

The Kern Subbasin hosted three (3) Community Workshops in June 2025 to provide foundational
knowledge of SGMA, review the proposed draft amendments to the 2025 plan, dispell myths, and
engaged participants in interactive activities. Given the size of the Kern Subbasin Plan Area, the Kern
Subbasin identified the need for multiple opportunities for residents and communities to participate in
learning about the 2025 Plan and the various opportunities to provide comments. These workshops
were held on different dates using various methods as listed below. Table 8 below provides descriptions
and methods for each workshop.

Outcomes: The Kern Subbasin collected detailed data on community priorities and established strategy
recommendations for GSAs to identify what topics are most appropriate to address, and what materials
are best to share at future events, board meetings, and engagement opportunities. Comments were
addressed in real-time and shared with GSAs to consider feedback to incorporate in the 2025 Plan.

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4 Evaluating the Engagement Effort

To ensure the effectiveness and inclusivity of community engagement strategies, the Kern
Subbasin’s Kern Subbasin systematically tracked and analyzed key metrics throughout the
activities described in Chapter 3. This analysis guided iterative improvements to the
engagement process and ensured that actions aligned with interested party needs and
expectations.

4.1 Quantitative and Qualitative Results

Quantitative Measures Results

Quantitative measures provide a clear picture of the reach of our engagement efforts. By mapping the
demographics of survey respondents and event participants, we can identify which voices are being
heard the most. This helped pinpoint gaps in engagement, uncover barriers to participation, and
determine where to focus future efforts.

4.2  Community Feedback Survey Results

Survey Type #1 Community Partners

In March 2025, the Kern Subbasin met with Community Partners at this first monthly meeting to present
on the proposed CO&E Strategy outline, and gather feedback to fine-tune the strategy development and
implementation. Following the meeting, an exit survey was distributed via email.

Survey’s Purpose: Gather information for the Kern Subbasin and GSAs to better understand the
NGO/Non-Profit partners’ priorities and additional feedback on how to improve the strategy and
implementation.

Survey Outcome: The feedback indicated that the Community Partners can be grouped into three
categories based on priority focus: drinking water focused, community system drinking water focused,
small and underrepresented grower focused. Feedback included integrating door-to-door canvassing,
increasing the count of the in-person community events, and prioritizing language accessibility.

How was survey feedback incorporated?

Both verbal feedback from the March 2025 Community Partners Meeting and surveys were integrated
into the strategy and implementation as follows:

=  Community pop-up events increased from 4 to 5.

= Social media materials, flyers, website updates, and public event communications were available in
multiple languages.

=  The Kern Subbasin partnered with Self-Help Enterprises for the Lamont Community pop-up event
and included Self-Help Enterprises door-to-door canvassing and event flyer distribution prior to the
event.

= The Kern Subbasin GSAs were asked by NGOs representing community groups to not engage directly
with community members from these groups, and to instead filter communications through the
respective NGOs. This request was respected.

=  Community pop-up events were held during existing high-traffic events at times in which community
members would be available.
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= A new webpage was added dedicated to emphasizing the Kern Subbasin GSAs welcome public
engagement. Language was added detailing how privacy is respected. https://kerngsp.com/stay-
engaged/

= A calendar of all public GSA Board Meetings in the Kern Subbasin through 2025 was added to the
website in English, Spanish, and Punjabi.

= Two of the three public workshops were made virtual, in response to requests for virtual events
over in-person from Community Partners.

= A new Community Resources Hub was added to the website, with information on how to contact
public water suppliers across the Kern Subbasin for questions outside of the scope of SGMA, but
within the scope of the water service provider. https://kerngsp.com/community-resources/

= Best practices for GSA public meetings were added to the Engagement Toolkit (Appendix A) to
support GSAs with specific guidance on making meetings accessible.

Survey Type #2 Community Pop-Ups

The five Community Pop-Up events served as an
opportunity to build trust with the community and also
gather information on what the residents care the
most about pertaining to sustainable groundwater
management and how they prefer to receive
information. Surveys were distributed via hardcopy
and QR code, with water bottles, snacks, and other
‘thank you’ gestures provided to those who filled out
surveys to encourage engagement.

When reviewing the results in the charts below, it is
important to note that each existing event in which the
Kern Subbasin popped up varied in attendance, with
the Shafter Cinco de Mayo event surpassing the
attendance of all other events combined.

Survey’s Purpose: Gather information for the Kern
Subbasin GSAs to better understand the community
members care the most about pertaining to
sustainable groundwater management and how to
improve outreach through preferred communication
methods.

Survey Outcome: Survey respondents cared the
most about groundwater quality, with the economic
impacts and agricultural impacts of SGMA and
lowering of groundwater levels being secondary
priorities.

Both verbal feedback from the Community Pop-Up Events and the survey responses were integrated
into the strategy and implementation as follows:

=  The Community Workshops presentation included additional information on groundwater quality in
the Kern Subbasin, including sources of the identified constituents of concern.

=  The Community Workshops presentation included information on the role of public water suppliers
in the Kern Subbasin.

=  The Community Workshops presentation included information on the Community Resources Hub,
which includes information on how to contact one’s public water supplier.

= The Kern Subbasin is in the process of developing outreach materials on groundwater quality in the
context of SGMA.

= The Kern Subbasin is in the process of developing social media posts and other outreach materials to
assist interested agricultural groundwater users in connecting with their GSA to better understand
how the 2025 Plan affects them.

= Survey respondents (and other event participants) were given links and QR codes to the social
media accounts and KernGSP.com website for more information.

= Survey respondents (and other event participants) were given the opportunity to sign-up for the
Kern Subbasin email list.

Survey Type #3 Groundwater Sustainability Plan Public Workshop

In March 2025, the Kern Subbasin met with the Community Partners at the first monthly meeting to
present on the proposed CO&E Strategy outline, and gather feedback to fine-tune the strategy
development and implementation. Following the meeting, an exit survey was distributed via email.

Survey'’s Purpose: Gather information for the Kern Subbasin and GSAs to better understand the
Community Partners’ priorities and additional feedback on how to improve the strategy and
implementation.

Survey Outcome: Survey respondents were generally supportive of the proposed changes to the
2025 Plan, as presented at the Community Workshops. Both verbal feedback at workshops and in the
surveys references water challenges that fell outside of the scope of SGMA, and within the scope of
public water suppliers, city planning commissions, and specific businesses. There was interest in better
understanding the impact of proposed changes in the 2025 Plan on agricultural groundwater users.
Technical difficulties at the virtual June 5™ workshop were identified as an opportunity to improve.

How was survey feedback incorporated? Both verbal feedback from the Workshops and the
survey responses were integrated into the strategy and implementation as follows:

= Addressing feedback outside of the scope of SGMA:

o Leadership from public water suppliers highlighted by community member comments and
survey responses were arranged to attend the June 5 and June 11 workshops to be available to
answer questions real-time.

o Kern Subbasin CO&E Kern Subbasin shared flyers for upcoming public workshops on general
plans to community members who expressed interest.
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o GSA leadership engaged with a community member following Q/A (and survey response) to
answer her questions related to accessing groundwater quality reports from their public water
supplier and reaffirmed interest in a meeting with them, the GSA, and the public water supplier.

= The Subbasin is in the process of developing social media posts and other outreach materials to
assist interested agricultural groundwater users in connecting with their GSA to better understand
how the 2025 Amended Plan affects them.

* The June 5™ virtual meeting experienced technical difficulties, which were troubleshooted and
resolved ahead of the June 11 virtual workshop.

4.3 Incorporation of Feedback on the 2025 Plan

The CO&ES implemented a robust survey and verbal feedback strategy, with three distinct survey types
targeting Community Partners, pop-up event attendees, and workshop participants (Section 4.2). Survey
results and verbal feedback directly informed engagement strategies and 2025 Plan content
development. For example, community concerns about water quality led to the inclusion of expanded
groundwater quality information in workshops and the development of new outreach materials and
follow-up evaluations of public water supplier consumer confidence reports. Feedback loops were
established to ensure that survey and verbal feedback insights were shared with GSAs and incorporated
into the 2025 Plan, and through coordination with the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB)
staff in response to their identified Potential Actions to Address Deficiencies in the February 2025 Final
Staff Report.

Amendments in the 2025 Plan reflect incorporation of public and community partner organization
surveys and verbal feedback as listed below.

1. Notification to nearby domestic well owners when a groundwater quality drinking water
standard or minimum threshold has been exceeded. The notification includes information on
available resources for testing and potential mitigation for domestic well owners to assess
groundwater quality at their specific well.

2. A dedicated groundwater quality track under the Kern Subbasin Well Mitigation Program
(Appendix G-2) has been added to further detail how the notification (mentioned above)
integrates into groundwater quality testing and potential mitigation processes.

3. Increased density of the groundwater quality monitoring network. The changes added up to 30
additional monitoring wells, for a total of up to 82 groundwater quality representative
monitoring wells. This increase in well density results in 95% of domestic wells in the Subbasin
being spatially represented by a representative monitoring well. These additions support
expanding notification access (see item 1 listed above).

4. Raised groundwater level minimum thresholds at 35 representative monitoring wells. These
raised minimum thresholds reduce the risk of dry wells in the Kern Subbasin.

5. Increased density of the groundwater level monitoring network. The changes added up to 10
additional monitoring wells, including 7 shallow wells for a total of up to 197 groundwater level
representative monitoring wells. This increase in well density results in 99% of domestic wells in
the Kern Subbasin being spatially represented by a representative monitoring well.

Improved clarity regarding definitions of well types in the well inventory, well impact analysis, domestic
well notifications, and the Kern Subbasin Well Mitigation Program.
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5 Conclusion

The Kern Subbasin Community Outreach and Engagement Strategy (CO&ES) represents a transformative
and inclusive approach to sustainable groundwater management. Rooted in the vision of equitable
participation and long-term resource stewardship, the strategy successfully advanced its core goals:
increasing awareness, enhancing participation, gathering comprehensive feedback, and improving
communication across diverse communities. Through a robust framework of multilingual outreach,
culturally responsive engagement, and adaptive planning, the CO&ES fostered meaningful connections
with historically underrepresented groups and empowered local voices to shape the 2025 Plan.

By implementing the “meet people where they are” philosophy and leveraging trusted community
partnerships, the Kern Subbasin not only addressed systemic barriers to participation but also built a
foundation of trust, transparency, and accountability. The strategy’s success is reflected in its
measurable outcomes—ranging from high community event participation and multilingual resource
distribution to actionable feedback integration and strengthened interested party relationships.

As the Kern Subbasin moves forward, the CO&ES will continue to serve as a cornerstone extension of
the Stakeholder Communication and Engagement Plan, ensuring that community-driven insights remain
central to groundwater sustainability efforts. This enduring commitment to inclusive engagement
positions the Kern Subbasin as a model for collaborative, resilient, and equitable groundwater resource
management.

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Engagement Surveys

Surveys can be a useful tool for various applications, such as serving as an accountability measure to
evaluate effectiveness or public sentiment of an event, policy decision, or meeting or being used to
better understand the priorities and interests of your community.

Consider also creating a flyer with a QR code to access an online version of your survey. Online surveys
can be made via Microsoft Forms, Google Forms, and other free or affordable online tools.

Examples of surveys used for the two explained applications are available below:

1. Accountability Measure — This survey was used following a meeting with Non-Governmental
Organizations (NGOs) and Non-Profit Organizations in which the 2025 Kern Subbasin COE was
available. Translation was not necessary in this case.

2. Better Understand Community Priorities — This survey was used at five community pop-up events
to improve the Kern engagement team’s understanding of the community priorities and concerns
related to groundwater to inform future outreach and engagement materials to better meet the
needs of the public.

The guidance (best practices) summarized below in lists are intended to inform future GSA-led
meaningful digital and in-person engagement. Not all best practices listed may be feasible. However,
GSAs are encouraged to implement as many of the practices as reasonably possible.

Best practices were informed by years of experience engaging with community, agricultural,
environmental, municipal, and rural (unincorporated) residents of the San Joaquin Valley in the context
of SGMA, the resources listed below, and feedback received during engagement with NGO and Non-
Profit partners during regular monthly meetings and community members during community pop-up
events and focus groups during development of the 2025 Plan.

GSA Meetings — Best Practices

The following considerations are encouraged to be made when scheduling and conducting public GSA
meetings. It is recognized that not all of these recommendations are logistically feasible for all GSAs.
However, GSAs that can make accommodations are encouraged to do so.

1. Accessible Meeting Time — The meeting time should consider the available of the GSA Board of
Directors as well as the interested public. Traditionally available times for the interested public occur
after 5:30 PM.

If the Board of Directors are unable to meet at an alternate time that is more compatible with the
interested public, consider establishing community advisory meetings in which a GSA staff inform
the interested public, answer questions, and field feedback.

2. Accessible Meeting Location — There is growing interest from interested parties to transition from
in-person only meetings to hybrid meetings (in-person with a virtual option). While this is not
currently logistically feasible for all GSAs:

=  GSAs that have Board Rooms with the equipment to host virtual meetings are encouraged to
transition offering virtual meeting options

= GSAs that do not have Board Rooms with equipment to host virtual meetings are encouraged to
invest in the equipment to transition to hosting hybrid public meetings.

3. Agenda Clarity — Community members and interested parties in the Kern Subbasin have expressed
interested in improved clarity included in the agendas. Clarity in agendas include specifying what is
the action to be taken, recommendation to be made, and content category that is covered.
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In this hypothetical example, agendas could be improved as follows:

Original Added Clarity

1. Subbasin GSP Update 1. Subbasin GSP Update
2. Grant Update a) Proposed Revisions to Groundwater Level Sustainability
Management Criteria
b) Summary of Meeting with State Water Board Staff

2. Grant Update
a) Notice issued to city and county
b) Proposed extension

= ACTION REQUESTED: Consider action to request grant
extension

Multilingual Consideration — Language interpretation may not be necessary for all GSA public
meetings; however, accommodations are encouraged when requested in advance. GSAs are
encouraged to include a mention at the top of each public meeting agenda (and website advertising
meetings) to request language accommodations at least 48-hours in advance of a regularly
scheduled GSA Public Meeting. There may be logistical incompatibilities with adding additional
language channels to an already noticed meeting.

During instances in which there are logistical or temporal challenges making requested language
accommodations infeasible to fulfill, the following options are encouraged to be considered

= Arrange a meeting to connect with the interested community member with
translation/interpretation support.

=  Answer questions or provide summary of key meeting material over email in the requested
language.

Note: Special meetings are sometimes noticed with 24-hours’ notice due to the time sensitivity of
some matters and interpretation may not be possible to arrange in these instances.

Public Community Event — Best Practices

The following activities and efforts are recommended to be considered when hosting a Public
Community Event as a GSA or as the Kern Subbasin GSAs.

1.

Strategic Planning - Community events are often most successful when collaborating with existing
high-traffic community events. To identify existing local events:

a. Connect with the Kern Water Collaborative’s community engagement team for
recommendations

b. Check Facebook events

c. Reach out to the community of interests’ chamber of commerce and parks and recreation
departments

d. Reach out to local places of worship
e. Reach out to local foodbanks, food drives, and family resource centers

Consider popping-up at a local Swap Meet or farmer’s market

d. Arrange a posting of the flyer on the Kern Subbasin social media pages and a Facebook event to
be made

iii. Libraries
iv. Gas Stations
v. Grocery Stores
vi. Bus Stops
vii. School Administration Buildings

viii. Family Resource Center Buildings

f. Door knocking to share flyers and information about the event can also be effective. Consider
in-person language accessibility when planning.

If engagement activities benefit from reporting to GSA Board of Directors, State Water Board,
Department of Water Resources, Interested Parties, or other, it is helpful to keep track of
engagement length for reporting purposes using the following metrics:

i. Not Recorded: 0 to 14 seconds
ii. Brief Engagement: 15 seconds to 1 minute and 59 seconds

iii. Meaningful Engagement: 2 minutes+

Public Workshop — Best Practices

The following activities and efforts are recommended to be considered when hosting a Public
Community Event as a GSA or as the Kern Subbasin GSAs.

1. Strategic Planning

a.

Accessible Day Selection
i. If hosting multiple workshops, consider hosting workshops on different days of the week.

ii. Consider holidays and cultural sensitivities when selecting workshop dates

Accessible Time Selection
i. Select a time outside of traditional work hours (after 5:30 PM M-F).

Offer Virtual or Hybrid Option

i. Offer at least one hybrid or virtual option for those interested but unable to attend in-
person.

Accommodations for Parents

i. Offering childcare is infeasible due to liability conflicts; however, alternative options to
support parents of young children to attend exist and are cost effective. Examples below:

1. Offer a “Kids Corner” with safe toys, books, and other activities established in
eyesight of the parents to support participation while they can supervise (this was
available at the June 3, 2025 Kern Subbasin Workshop).

2. Offer coloring pages with crayons — bulk crayon packages and individual coloring
sheets are affordable online. Option to make a coloring page unique to your GSA or
the Subbasin.

3. Set up a projector or TV with a kid’s movie playing at a location in which the parents
can participate and supervise. Recommendation: the children’s movie ‘Rango’ (PG)
explores topics like overcoming the challenges of drought and water conservation.

Language Translation & Interpretation

When arranging interpretation and translation, the following terminology is helpful to arrange services
that meet your materials or event’s needs. Note: Not all interpretation and translation service entities
offer simultaneous interpretation.

= Translation: The process of converting written text from one language to another while preserving
meaning, tone, and context.

= Interpretation: The oral or sign-language rendering of spoken communication from one language to
another in real time or shortly after.

= Consecutive Interpretation: A mode of interpretation where the
speaker pauses periodically, allowing the interpreter to relay the
message in the target language after segments of speech.

= Simultaneous Interpretation: A real-time interpretation method in
which the interpreter translates the speaker’s words almost
instantaneously, typically using specialized audio equipment (e.g., a
microphone and headsets) to deliver the interpreted speech to
listeners without disrupting the flow of the original speaker. Unlike
consecutive interpretation, this method allows for seamless, Photo of Simultaneous
uninterrupted communication, making it ideal for live events, E‘;i:g:g‘:‘tw” Headset
conferences, and multilingual meetings.
